SUBJECT:  Training Accomplishments and Direction of the Company

1.  The 501st Chemical Company activated on 16 April 1999 with 18 personnel and zero prime movers for their decontamination equipment.  Currently the Company is composed of 98 soldiers and four complete platoons worth of equipment.  Due to the extended period of time required to activate a company each platoon is currently at a different stage in the Company training plan.  

2.  During this short time frame using a comprehensive training plan we have accomplished numerous exercises in support of a multitude of units throughout the Republic of Korea.  These units include the 57th Military Police Company, 1st Battalion 43rd Air Defense Battalion (UFL 99), 2nd (ROK) Chemical Company, 164th TSA (UFL 99), 327th Chemical Company (USAR), 6th Ordnance Battalion, 25th Transportation Battalion, Material Support Command-Korea, 16th Medical Logistics Battalion, and 307th Signal Battalion.  

3.  The Company was selected over 3 others to receive the first LMTVs fielded in Korea, spray the first actual STB slurry live in Korea, and our design was selected for the first decontamination sprayers seats for the front of a 900 series 5 ton truck.

4.  The 501st Chemical Company receives an ARTEP in May 2000.  All training accomplished and all training between now and then is geared toward a successful and eventful ARTEP and to validate the Decontamination Training Tables. 

5.  As in the past the future holds successful and eventful training geared to challenge each and every soldier and make the 501st Chemical Company a combat multiplier for 19th TAACOM, EUSA, CFC, UNC, and the United States Army.
