ACCIDENT REPORTING DECISION CHART – MILITARY ACCIDENTS

1.  Did the accident involve military personnel/operations?

      -  If Yes, go to #2.

      -  If  No, use the Accident Reporting Decision Chart – Civilian Injuries.

2.  Was this a Class A or Class B accident (see accident class criteria on next page)?
      -  If Yes, notify MSO or EOC immediately, and go to #3.

      -  If No, go to #4.

3.   Was this an on-duty accident?

      -  If Yes, use DA Form 285 (the long form) to report the accident. *1  This accident will be investigated by An accident investigation board.  STOP here.

      -  If No, use DA Form 285-AB to report the accident. *2   STOP here.

4.  Did the accident cause a soldier to miss a full workday after the day of the injury?

      -  If Yes, use DA Form 285-AB to report the accident. *2  STOP here.

      -  If No, go to #5.

5.   Did the accident cause damage costs estimated at $2,000 or more?     

      -  If Yes, use DA Form 285-AB to report the accident. *2   STOP here.

      -  If No, go to #6.

6.  Was this either an Army Motor Vehicle Accident, an ammunition or explosives accident or mishap, or an aircraft mishap?  

      -  If Yes for any of these three possibilities, use DA Form 285-AB to report the accident. *2  STOP here.

      -  If No, go to #7.

7.  Did this accident result in an injury to a soldier?

      -  If Yes, go to #8.

      -  If No, no written report is required.  STOP here.

8.   Did the accident cause a soldier to miss a full workday after the day of the injury?  

      -  If Yes, use DA Form 285-AB to report the accident. *2 STOP here.

      -  If No, go to #9.

9.  Did the injry occur during training or mission sustainment?

      -  If Yes, go to #10.

      -  If No, no written report is required.  STOP here.

10.  Did the soldier receive medical treatment at a medical facility (for example, GLWACH or CMTC)?

      -  If Yes, use Record of Minor Injury form to report the accident.  *3 STOP here.

      -  If No, no written report is required.  STOP here.

*1  The original DA Form 285 must be completed and forwarded through command channels, to the MANSCEN Safety Office within 10 days of the date of the accident.  The accident investigation board will later complete the final DA Form 285, based upon the outcome of their investigation.

*2  The DA Form 285-AB must be completed and forwarded through command channels, to the MANSCEN Safety Office within 10 days of the date of the accident.

*3  The Record of Minor Injury form must be completed and forwarded to the MANSCEN Safety Office within 10 days of the date of the accident. 

ACCIDENT CLASSES

These criteria are for ground accidents only and are taken from AR 385040, Accident Reporting and Records, dated 1 Nov 94.

The accident will be a 

CLASS A if the accident results in any of the following:

    -  $1,000,000 or more in accident costs.

    -  An Army aircraft or missile is destroyed, missing, or abandoned.

    -  A fatality or permanent total disability.

The accident will be a

CLASS B if the accident results in any of the following:

    -  $200,000 or more in accident costs but less than $1,000,000.

    -  A permanent partial disability.

    -  3 or more persons hospitalized as inpatients.

The accident will be a

CLASS C if the accident results in any of the following:

    -  $20,000 or more in accident costs but less than $200,000.

    -  A nonfatal injury causing the person to miss a full workday or work shift, AFTER the day of the injury.

    -  A nonfatal occupational illness causing loss of time from work or disability at any time.

The accident will be a

CLASS D if the accident results in the following:

    -  $2,000 or more in accident costs but less than $20,000.

CLASS A:


    -  $1,000,000 or more in accident costs.


    -   A fatality or permanent total disability.


    -   An Army aircraft or missile is destroyed, missing, or abandoned.





CLASS B:


     -  $200,000 or more in accident costs but less than $1,000,000.


     -  A permanent partial disability.


     -  3 or more persons hospitalized as inpatients.
