MEMORANDUM FOR ALL STUDENTS
 
SUBJECT:  Reserve Component Chemical Officer Advanced Course (RC-COAC) - Active Duty Phase, Course Number 4-3-C23, 12-24 July 2004
 

 
1.          This information memorandum is provided to all individuals 
listed on the Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS) as having a reservation (r).  The individuals who are in a wait (w) status are also provided this memorandum with the understanding that they do not have a reservation in the course at this time. 
 
2.  This information memorandum focuses on six important subjects.
 
   a.  SECURITY CLEARANCE MEMORANDUM.  Fort Leonard Wood requires a current memorandum from your unit Security Officer verifying your security clearance for the classified threat briefing.  A copy of DA Form 873 will not be acceptable.  Request that your unit security officer [Human Resource Command, St. Louis (HRC-STL), if applicable] mail a memorandum, prepared on unit letterhead, which verifies that you have signed a SF 312, Classified Information Nondisclosure Agreement, now hold a current (less than ten years old) SECRET or higher level security clearance and the date your clearance was issued.  The letter should be faxed to ATTN: SGM Tom Marshall (573) 563-8063 (DSN 676).  The mailing option is to forward this memorandum to Commander, A Company, 84th Chemical Battalion, Fort Leonard Wood, MO  65473.  This letter must arrive NLT 1 Jul 04.  
 
    b.  OPTICAL INSERTS FOR M40 PROTECTIVE MASK.  The Chemical Defense Training Facility (CDTF) Staff administers a near and distance vision eye test.  Your unaided vision must be 20/40 in either eye OR you MUST have optical inserts for the M40
Protective Mask to participate in the CDTF exercise.  CDTF training is mandatory for completion of RC-COAC, Active Duty Phase; therefore, optical inserts are an entrance requirement for Phase II RC-COAC.  Glasses or contacts can not be worn.
 
    c.  PREREQUISITES. Paragraph 2-54, DA Pamphlet 351-20 explains the prerequisites for Phase II Active Duty Resident Training, RC-COAC.  
 
        (1)  If you are a Chemical Officer Basic Course graduate, you must have completed Phase I, correspondence only.  You must provide a copy of this completion certificate when you report for Phase II, Active Duty Resident Training, or you will not be admitted.
 
        (2)  If you are a branch transfer and completed the Officer Basic Course of another branch, you must have completed both Phase I, correspondence, and the NBC Defense Course, BEFORE you report for Phase II, Active Duty Resident Training.  You must provide a copy of the Certificates of Completion for Phase I and the NBC Defense Course when you report for Phase II or you will not be admitted.
 
    d.  GRADUATION AND DEPARTURE.  The Graduation ceremony and reception will occur on the second Saturday of the course, 24 July 2004. Graduation will begin at 1030 hours.  You can make arrangements to depart Ft. Leonard Wood anytime after 1200 noon.
 
    e.  RENTAL CAR/GOVERNMENT MESS.  If you are not traveling by Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) a rental car is recommended for transportation from the airport in St. Louis or Springfield, (St. Louis, 150 miles; or Springfield, 80 miles) and because you may be billeted beyond walking distance to the classroom (possibly off post).  Government mess is not practical for individual soldiers on AT, ADT, ADSW orders for temporary duty at Fort Leonard Wood.  The large number of trainees at this installation and the limited number of mess facilities preclude reasonable mess hall use by these soldiers.  It is recommended that all TDY orders include the remark:  “Government meals are not available or directed.”  A Statement of Non-availability for meals will be provided.
  
    f. FORT LEONARD WOOD GATE SECURITY.  Because of heightened security all vehicles are stopped upon entrance to Fort Leonard Wood.  As a temporary duty soldier you will be directed to the Main Gate Information Center where you will obtain a temporary permit necessary to enter and park on post. The following documents are required to receive a temporary permit:  Military ID card, current driver’s license, proof of insurance, and vehicle registration/rental car agreement. 
  
    g.  HEIGHT/WEIGHT, BODY FAT, APFT.  All students are required to weigh-in at 0500 on 12 July 2004. We immediately out-process students who are overweight (over the allowable body fat) IAW AR 600-9, Army Weight Control Program.  The Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) will be conducted at 0500, on Tuesday, 13 July 2004.  Personnel with a profile must bring the profile to the APFT and take an alternate APFT if the profile allows it.
