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1.	SITUATION





a.	Enemy forces.





(1)	1CAA has initiated their attack across the RHEIN RIVER.  Divisional reconnaissance battalions are vicinity PL KIM.  Three forward detachments are marching east at PL SPIKE. (102MRR-AA#1,140MRR-AA#3, 1IMRB-AA#5).  Lead regiments of 10MRD, 14TD, and 11MRD are crossing PL KARL. 15TD (east of SAARBRUCKEN) and 17IMRD (south of BAD KREUZNACH) are preparing to attack as the 1CAA second echelon.  17 Art Div, 17 MRL Rgt (9A52), and 17 SP (HP) Bde, march with 1CAA.  2CAA, 3 CAA, and 4TA are in BISCAYNIA, preparing to cross into DONAULIA.





(2)	1CAA objective is the defeat of XX (US) Corps.  This allows the commitment of 2CAA and 3CAA to the BISDON objective, the VI-237 fields in VISTULIA.  First echelon divisions will attempt to defeat the 52ID(M) and secure a line west of the MAIN-DONAU CANAL.  1CAA will commit second echelon forces to defeat XX (US) Corps and seize an objective vicinity HOF or CHEB.





(3)	MOST LIKELY COURSES OF ACTION.





(a)	1 CAA MOST LIKELY COURSE OF ACTION (3up/2back North of NUERNBERG).  1CAA attacks north with three divisions abreast oriented on BAMBERG and BAYREUTH to defeat the covering force.  1CAA accomplishes this mission with 10MRD attacking north of the MAIN River on AA#1.  14TD and 11MRD attack south of the MAIN on AA#3 and AA#5.  15TD attacks as the army second echelon behind the 11MRD or 14TD to seize HOF or CHEB allowing the commitment of second echelon armies.  17MRD marches abreast and north of the 15TD able to exploit 1CAA success or seize an independent objective in support of the 2AG.  Three FDs precede the first echelon divisions.  The FD mission is to secure positions that delay the establishment of our covering force.  A tank regiment from 15TD is retained as the Army reserve.  176 AT Bde screens the CAA northern flank.  1 AT Rgt screens the southern flank.  17 Art Div, 17 MRL Rgt, 17(HP) Bde and 17 SSM Bde support 1CAA.





(b)	17 IMRD AND 15 TD MOST LIKELY COURSE OF ACTION (17IMRD and 15TD Defend East of PL LESTER).  17IMRD and 15TD defend as 1CAA second echelon divisions east of PL LESTER.  Their mission is to gain time for the commitment of 2CAA.  This COA assumes the first echelon divisions culminate along PL LESTER and the 1CAA commander determines that he is unable to restore his plan.  The 2AG commander orders 1CAA to establish a defense further forward of our PL KIM to provide more space for 2CAA to cross the RHEIN and NECKAR Rivers.  This defense will most likely be a “Defense Out of Contact” (includes a division security zone 25-50km deep.  The 17MRD and 15TD DAGs will most likely locate within 5-10km of the main defense to maximize their range to the eastern edge of the security zone.  The main defense, we assess as follows: 17IMRD defends on a frontage of approximately 40km from vic KIRCHEIM (NA6201) to vic NV6793 to ROETTINGEN (NV7085).  From this grid, 15TD would defend to the southeast along a line from ROETTINGEN (NV7085) to vic NV8555 to DINKELSBUEHL (NV9737).  We also assess that the remnants of the first echelon divisions would remain in place vic PL LESTER to form the security zones for the defending second echelon divisions.  The remnants of 1CAA AAG/AGRA’s would also withdraw into the 17MRD’s and 15TD’s main defense.  These fire support assets would position themselves far enough forward to range the eastern edge of the security zone for PHASE I Fires in the Defense.  During this defense, 176AT Bde will protect 1CAA’s northern flank from WUERZBURG vic NV6012 to KIRCHEIM (NA6201).  The 1AT Rgt will protect 1CAA’s southern flank from vic DINKELSBUEHL (NV9737) to NOERDLINGEN (PV0912).





(c)	FORWARD DETACHMENT MOST LIKELY (ADV GRD/2 UP/1(2)BACK).  Under this COA, both the 1 IMRB and the 140 MRR will attack with a lead battalion deployed in an Advanced Guard Formation in an attempt to develop the situation prior to the commitment of the FD main body.  The 1 IMRB will attack along AA6 and the 140 MRR will attack along AA3.  Both the 1 IMRB and the 140 MRR will hold their TK BN’s in reserve.  Their objectives will be to secure both the road network to the south-east of Nurnberg and the river-crossing sites on the Main-Donau Canal, respectively.
