SUBJECT:  Operational Needs Statement for Mine Detector Training

1.  The 25th Infantry Division requests operator training on the Handheld Standoff Mine Detection System (HSTAMIDS) and the Minelab F1A4 Mine Detector prior to deploying to Afghanistan and Iraq.

2.  Both the HSTAMIDS and Minelab F1A4 Mine Detector are used in theater.  The Division’s soldiers are not trained to operate either mine detector.  The HSTAMIDS is the preferred mine detector due to its ground penetrating radar that enables trained soldiers to distinguish between metallic clutter and mines.  The Minelab F1A4 is the next best mine detector due to its ability to operate in high metal content soils.  The Counter Mine/Counter Booby Trap Center (CMCBTC) at the Maneuver Support Center, Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri, can provide or coordinate for this training.

3.  Request TRADOC to provide operator training on the HSTAMIDS and Minelab F1A4 Mine Detectors to the 25th Infantry Division as soon as practicable.
