	All students attending this course in a TDY status must bring the following personal protective equipment:  high-top safety toe boots, raingear, leather gloves, light duty coveralls, ear protection (earplugs or muffs), canteen/camelback, safety glasses and a safety helmet (yellow or white hardhat). 	Reporting Instructions (Supplemental): 



	TDY Students must be in place one day prior to class start to allow for securing temporary quarters and familiarization of the installation.  Ensure the reporting date on your orders reflects this requirement.  On class start date, report to Bldg 12400 (Normandy Training Area TA-244) by 0730 for orientation/ introduction into the prerequisite course.  Students must have at least one copy of orders, a valid state vehicle operator's license, all required PPE, and current fitness assessment report for in-processing.
 
NEW NOTE:  Air Force Active, Guard, and Reserve TDY students attending supplemental and apprentice courses at Ft. Leonard Wood need to contact billeting to see if they will be lodged on base.  If they are lodged off base they need to ensure they receive a non-availability letter, from their schoolhouse instructor supervisor, covering the duration of their stay.  Students will not be moved during the course.  Once a student is housed, on or off base they will remain in those quarters throughout their training at Ft. Leonard Wood.  Additionally, TDY students attending all courses on Fort Leonard Wood are eligible for full per diem and transportation costs for the length of their course and should make arrangements for the unit to fund a rental car or be allowed to drive their POV and be reimbursed for TDY mileage.  Unfortunately, the school cannot fund rental vehicles.  Taxis are available, not reliable enough for students to depend on to get them to training on time.  Additionally, the collective cost of using a taxi to get to training everyday would be much greater than the cost of a rental car.  Apprentice students should pre-coordinate the use of a rental car or POV with the appropriate ANG or AFRC liaison when applicable.  
 
Arrival:  If members fly into St. Louis, and are not authorized a rental car, expect shuttle cost of $150-$200 one-way to get to Ft. Leonard Wood.
