EXAMPLE

SCHEME OF ENGINEER OPERATIONS

(SOEO)

PHASE (in which engineer effort impacts the operation).  Engineers support (MANEUVER PHASE).  Engineers (BREACH AND MARK, CLEAR, MAINTAIN) (OBSTACLES, LANES, ROUTES) along (RELATIVE LOCATION) with priority going to (UNIT).  Priority of breach is (COMMANDERS PRIORITY).  Obstacle group (NUMBER) (EFFECT) the (TARGET) in (RELATIVE LOCATION) in support of (UNIT).  (ENGINEERS, FIELD ARTILLERY) are prepared to use (VOLCANO, ADAM, RAAMS) to emplace situational obstacle (NUMBER) to (EFFECT) the (TARGET) in (RELATIVE LOCATION) in support of (UNIT).  Execution criteria is (COMMANDERS EXECUTION CRITERIA).  (#)(FIGHTING, PROTECTIVE) positions provide survivability for (UNIT) in (RELATIVE LOCATION).  Priority is to (VEHICLE TYPE).

OFFENSE

PHASE I.  Engineers support the attack along axis Black to seize objective Dog.  Engineers support the task force deliberate breach by breaching and marking two lanes through tactical obstacles along axis Black.  Priority of breach is MICLIC, plow, and dismounted engineers.  Priority of support is to Team A.  Engineers continue to provide survivability support to the task force by constructing vehicle protective positions in AA Gold.  The main effort is HHC with priority going to the task force TOC, and then the task force main aid station.

DEFENSE

PHASE I.  Engineers support the defense between PL Stone and PL Brick.  Obstacle group A1A supports Team C east of their battle position, BP C-1, by turning the lead battalion of the first echelon regiment into EA Bolt.  Group A1B, located inside EA Bolt, fixes the enemy lead battalion of the first echelon regiment to support its destruction by Company D.  Engineers are prepared to use volcano to emplace a situational obstacle group, A1C, along route Atlanta to disrupt enemy company size counterattack force.  The execution criteria is the sighting of more than four tanks moving west along route Atlanta through NAI 6.  Group A1C is coordinated with the task force scouts.  Hull defilade vehicle fighting positions provide survivability for Team A, Team C, and Company D in BPs A-1, C-1, and D-1.  Priority of effort for vehicle survivability positions throughout sector is FIST-V, M2, then M1.  Crew served weapon fighting positions provide protection for Team A, Company B, and Company D in BPs A-1, B-1, and D-1.  Priority of effort for crew served weapon survivability positions throughout sector is dismounted TOW, Javelin, and then M2 machine gun.

  *   Stating priority of support is optional.

  *   Do NOT mention an engineer function (MOB,CMOB,SURV) that does not pertain to a
