Have you thought about becoming registered as a 
Professional Engineer??
 
The licensure of Professional Engineers is important to the public because of the significant role engineering plays in society.  The profession regulates itself by setting high standards for Professional Engineers.  These high standards help protect the public safety and welfare.
 
The PE extends the life of your craft as an engineer, a professional engineer.  The tasks that you accomplish on your journey in completing your end state of passing the PE will serve you throughout your Army career, in jobs such as district commander, project engineer or joint engineer.  Being a registered engineer increases your personal reputation and credibility and can really make a difference when honing your craft.  

 
The Army Engineer School maintains a web page at (http://www.wood.army.mil/eobc/eit_pe.htm) which provides general information about registering military personnel as PE’s.
 
The registration process involves the following four steps:
1.     Graduating from an ABET accredited program.
2.     Passing the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) Examination.
3.     Gaining a minimum of 4 years (3 years with a Masters’ degree) of verified practical engineering experience, and
4.     Passing the Principles and Practice of Engineering (PE) examination.
 
In Missouri, the exam is administered twice a year, once in April and once in October.  Applications must be completed 45 to 120 days prior to the test date, depending on the individual state regulations. For Missouri the application deadline is December 1st for the April exam and June 1st for the October exam.  More information can be found online at:

Professional Engineering Review Course for Civil Engineering 
 
UMR offers a PE review course twice a year. This course is designed to help individuals prepare for the PE licensing exam.  All courses are held in Lincoln Hall on Ft Leonard Wood at times that work around the scheduled military and UMR cooperative degree classes.  
 

The fall review course will be held on October 1st and 2nd and the 15th and 16th. The PE Test will be held on October 29th.

The registration fee for the review course is modest, nominally $500.00, based upon the number of students. (*fee subject to increase).  It includes review and reference materials and sample problems developed by UMR faculty. Participants will not receive grades or graduate credit; however, a certificate will be issued for successful completion of the program. You may register for the course with the UMR office at the Engineer School. Registration is considered complete upon receipt of enrollment information and payment or purchase order by the UMR Distance and Continuing Education office.
