Billets

1. There is a cost for using the linen in the billets (laundry).

2. MIPR is submitted to MOARNG to pay for billets, not FT. Leonard Wood. The cost is $3.00 per soldier per day. The unit must have a copy of their MIPR in hand when they sign for keys.

3. The billets fill up fast in the warm weather months. If you are told there are not enough beds available for the dates you are requesting, be prepared to alter your training plans.

4. Billets must be signed for prior to 1600 on the last working day of the week, and they cannot be cleared on the weekend.

5. RCD does not control the billets, the MOARNG does and they make the decision about who gets billets and who doesn’t.

6. There is other billeting available that is free, but the number of soldiers that can be housed in these areas (Indiana Ave.) is limited.  The number of personnel you are bringing determines what area you will be housed in.
