TRADOC SYSTEM MANAGER (TSM) CHARTER

By my authority as TRADOC Commanding General (CG) I hereby appoint

as the TRADOC Program Integration Officer (TPIO) for

Terrain Data

The TPIO reporting to the TRADOC CG will perform as TRADOC’s centralized manager for coordination, integration, and synchronization of all Army geospatial information, digital terrain data, and services requirements for force development, training, experimentation, combat developments, and modeling and simulations.  This mission incorporates the integration and interoperability of geospatial information and services for developing, testing, and fielding of Army systems that require terrain data in support of transformation to the Objective Force.

The TPIO is responsible for duties as outlined in TRADOC Regulation 71-12, TRADOC System Management. Assisted by appropriate proponents, the TPIO will ensure associated deliverables are developed along timelines to meet Army milestones.  The TRADOC CG and the U.S. Army Engineer School commandant will resource the TPIO in order to meet objectives listed below.

The TPIO will plan long-term efforts to meet system development and integration objectives.  In the near-term (through FY03), among other things, the TPIO do:

      (1) Define Army Battle Command System (ABCS) “Way Ahead” for terrain data requirements and implantation in ABCS ORDs by FY03.

      (2) Validate and refine the National Imagery and Mapping Agency Geospatial Transition Plan implementation by conducting three rapid mapping exercises through FY03.

      (3) Execute the Tier-1 Imagery and Geospatial Information Integrated Concept Team (ICT) to prepare an architecture for integrated information superiority in the Future Combat System by FY03.

The TPIO, by means of this charter, is hereby delegated the full line authority of the TRADOC CG for the centralized coordination, integration, and synchronization of geospatial information and services.

This appointment will remain in effect as long as the TRADOC Program Integration Office is assigned unless responsibilities are modified or the office is terminated by direction of the TRADOC CG.
