
To access the chemical Soldier Training Publications (STPs) on the Reimer Digital Library
(RDL), please follow the directions below:

There is also a new version of the RDL. If you are active Army, Army Reserve, National
Guard, retired Army, or a Department of the Army civilian, you may access the new Army
Training Information Architecture-Migrated (ATIA-M) RDL for Army training and doctrinal
publications using your Army Knowledge Online (AKO) User ID and Password.
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Navigate to the Reimer Digital Library <http://www.adtdl.army.mil/>.

Click on Enter the Library.

Click on Commandant-Approved Individual and Collective Training Support Material.

In the column on the left, highlight Any. Scroll down the list of schools on the right and
highlight Chemical.

Click Submit.

Scroll down the list to Soldier Training Publication.
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To view documents online, go to <http://www.train.army.mil/>.

Read the disclaimer and then click on the Click here to go to your Training Homepage
bar at the bottom.

Click on the Login button in the upper right-hand corner. (A Security Alert box will appear.
Click OK. Another Security Alert box will appear. Click Yes.)

Login using your AKO User ID and Password.

Your name should appear at the top of the page. Next click on the My Account tab.

If you have not yet migrated your RDL permissions, there will be a paragraph at the top of
the page with a hot link to do so. Click on the link.

Click on the RDL Services tab.

Choose either Official Departmental Publications or Commandant Approved Training.

In the column on the left, highlight Any. Scroll down the list of schools on the right and
highlight Chemical.

Click Submit.

Scroll down the list to Soldier Training Publications.

You only need to migrate your RDL account one time. From that time on, you will be able to
use your AKO User ID and Password to download training and doctrine publications from the
new Web site.
