Assembly Instructions for the M13 Siphon Cap Assembly Kit

1.  Materials:  

     a.  One male 3/8-inch quick disconnect coupling, Parker Hannifin p/n BST-N3

     b.  One male Super Speedfit 3/8-inch push-in fitting, John Guest p/n PI011623S.

     c.  One 3/8-inch straight NPTF locknut.

     d.  One plastic cap, Rieke Corp p/n FS10B5.

     e.  Three segments of 3/8-inch ID semi-rigid Imperial Poly-Flo polyethylene tubing, approximately 22 inches long each, DAYCO p/n 88-PE-1/2-NSF.

2.  Assembly and Packaging:

a. Place plastic cap in jig and drill a 5/8-inch hole approximately ¾ inches from edge of cap.  The hole location should be slightly off center of the cap’s central axis.  Drill a second 1/8-inch hole approximately 3/16 inches from the edge of the cap as measured from the same reference point as the first hole.  The holes may be drilled free hand without using a jig to locate holes if desired.  See attached diagram.

b. Insert threaded potion of John Guest push-in fitting into the 5/8-inch hole from back of cap and turn fitting clockwise until fitting is flush with cap bottom.

c. Turn cap over and screw locknut onto threaded portion of the push-in fitting.  Tighten clockwise until fully flush with top of cap.

d. Screw Parker-Hannifin quick disconnect onto threaded portion of the push-in fitting.  Tighten until fully secured.

e. Cut siphon tubing to length and straighten by hand to remove excessive curvature.  Note:  Siphon tube opening should reach to bottom of container.

f. Insert siphon cap assembly and polyethylene tubing segments in packaging and seal.
