FACT SHEET

Issue:  Wear and Serviceability of JSLIST.  

The JSLIST suit has a Service Life of 120 days.  The clock starts on the 120 days when the foil package is opened.  It does not stop if you put the JSLIST into its re-sealable bag.  The purpose of the re-sealable bag is to protect the JSLIST from accidental spills or other contamination.  It does not stop if you open the foil package and then duct-tape the foil package shut.  There is no way to stop the 120-day Service Life once the foil package is opened.    

During the 120 days, one may wear the JSLIST for a total of 45 days.  Each day the JSLIST is worn counts toward the 45 total number of wear days.  Wear means actually wearing the JSLIST while you are conducting normal duty operations.  The 45-day wear time does not need to be consecutive days.  You can wear JSLIST for 5 days, reseal it for 3 days, and wear it again for 5 days.  In this example, the soldier would only have 10 days of wear out of the 45 total.  However, the suit still only has a Service life of 120 days (i.e., the 45 days of wear must occur within the 120 day Service Life).  If you begin wearing your JSLIST on day 115, you will only be able to wear it for 5 days before its Service Life is over (115 + 5 = 120).  You cannot exceed the 120-day Service Life.

The JSLIST can be laundered up to 6 times. Laundering can take place over 6 days (once a day); over 12 days (once every other day); or any combination of days and launderings as long as you don’t exceed six launderings within the 120-day Service Life or exceed the 45-day wear life.  The established number of launderings is the result of the limits of available test data.  During production lot testing, JSLIST is laundered six times and challenged each time with a chemical agent (HD).  The current production run of garments is producing results equal to brand new material after each laundering and challenge.  Therefore, a person who has never worn their JSLIST but has washed it six times, still has a total of 45 days of wear life (as long as they are still 45 days under the 120-day Service Life limit).  Test data is not avail for more than 6 launderings. 

Caution: the JSLIST wash and wear limits must not be exceeded.  

The JSLIST can be laundered 6 times and/or worn for 45 days in an uncontaminated environment and/or removed from the foil package for 120 days – whichever comes first.  In other words, the JSLIST has a total Service life of 120 days after removal from the foil package.  Two things shorten the 120 days of Service life: 1) laundering the JSLIST more than 6 times, or 2) wearing the JSLIST for 45 days.  Exceeding the limits of 6 launderings/45 days of wear in an uncontaminated environment/120-days Service Life require replacement of the JSLIST with a new JSLIST.  

Final note: Once contaminated, the JSLIST must be exchanged within 24 hours.
