> 3.  Problem Discussion.  During the reconstitution of returning Operation 
> Iraqi Freedom (OIF) equipment to operational TM 10/20 standards (called 
> RESET) at Fort Hood, some ICAMs failed to perform.  This has been 
> attributed to lack of PMCS and storage at extremely high temperatures over 
> prolonged periods of time, that well exceeded technical manual (TM) 
> storage limits. 
> 
> 4.  User Actions.  Request widest dissemination possible to all chemical 
> operations and maintenance personnel and activities, commanders, G3 and 
> G4; chemical staff personnel, and other maintenance activities associated 
> with chemical equipment. 
> 
>     a.  Inspection Procedures.  Effective immediately: 
> 
>         (1) All field and deployed units must perform the CAM/ICAM PMCS 
> weekly as required.  Perform the self-test and confidence test.  Run the 
> CAM/ICAM until it passes the confidence test, but at least 30 minutes 
> minimum.  Run the CAM/ICAM at least five (5) minutes after bars from 
> confidence test clear. 
> 
>         (2) If three (3) dots are showing on the right side of the display 
> after the wait light has gone off, the CAM/ICAM has problems.

>     b.  Correction Procedures.  
> 
>         (1) Do not store the CAM/ICAM outside the temperature range of -65 
> to +158 degrees Fahrenheit (F).  Note: it is possible that storage in 
> non-refrigerated CONEX containers could exceed the prescribed temperature 
> range.

>         (2) If three (3) dots are showing on the right side of the display 
> after the wait light has gone off, perform the following:  Install a new 
> nozzle protective cap, National Stock Number (NSN) 6665-01-380-9974, and 
> run the CAM/ICAM for 72 hours.  Restart and test.  If problems remain, 
> send the CAM/ICAM to your Direct Support (DS) maintenance unit.
