SUBJECT:  SBCCOM MAINTENANCE ADVISORY MESSAGE (MAM) # 03-24-021 POSSIBLE CONTAMINATES LOCATED IN THE FUEL SYSTEM OF THE M12A1 DIESEL ENGINE DRIVEN (DED) DECONTAMINATION APPARATUS, NSN 4230-01-502-7224, LIN F81880.

1. DISTRIBUTION:  THIS MAM AND REPRODUCTION AND/OR RETRANSMISSION IS AUTHORIZED AND ENCOURAGED. THE MACOMS WILL IMMEDIATELY RETRANSMIT THIS MESSAGE TO THE V CORPS CHEMICAL OFFICER, 69TH CHEMICAL COMPANY OFFICER AND THE 12TH CHEMICAL COMPANY OFFICER.

2. SUMMARY OF PROBLEM:  AN EXCESSIVE AMOUNT OF THREAD SEALANT COMPOUND HAS BEEN FOUND IN THE SUPPLY FUEL HOSES. THE SEALANT IS INTERRUPTING FUEL FLOW AND DEGRADING THE PERFORMANCE OF THE SYSTEM. THE THREAD SEALANT WAS USED TO SEAL CONNECTIONS ON THE PUMP UNIT FUEL TANK.  THIS SEALANT WAS USED ON M12A1 DED'S REBUILT PRIOR TO DECEMBER 2002. THIS ONLY APPLIES TO 12 EA UNITS FIELDED TO THE 69TH CHEMICAL COMPANY, BUEDINGEN, GERMANY AND 12 EA UNITS FIELDED TO THE 12TH CHEMICAL COMPANY, KITZINGEN, GERMANY.

3. USER ACTIONS:  UNITS ARE TO IMMEDIATELY REMOVE THE M12A1 DED FROM SERVICE UNTIL THE FOLLOWING ACTIONS HAVE BEEN COMPLETED.  DRAIN, PURGE, AND CLEAN THE FUEL SYSTEM USING COMPRESSED AIR TO BLOW THROUGH ALL FUEL HOSES, CLEAN SEDIMENT BOWL AND REPLACE FUEL FILTERS. REFERENCE THE ATTACHED FUEL FLOW DIAGRAM. A SUITABLE CONTAINER IS REQUIRED TO DRAIN AND THEN DISCARD THE CONTAMINTED FUEL REMOVED. THE FUEL TANK CAPACITY IS 20 GALLONS. THE FUEL TANK SHUT OFF VALVE IS LOCATED UNDER THE TANK AND IS SHOWN AS ITEM A. TURN THIS VALVE 90 DEGREES TO STOP FUEL FLOW. DISCONNECT FUEL HOSE ITEM 5 FROM ENGINE FUEL FILTER ITEM B. PLACE FUEL HOSE ITEM 5 IN A CONTAINER AND DRAIN THE FUEL TANK BY TURNING THE FUEL TANK SHUT OFF VALVE 90 DEGREES TO ALLOW FUEL FLOW. REMOVE THE FUEL TANK CAP, LIFT OUT THE STRAINER AND VISUALLY INSPECT THE TANK FOR SEALANT PARTICLES AND IF FOUND THEN FLUSH WITH FRESH FUEL TO REMOVE. DISCONNECT FUEL HOSE ITEM 5 FROM FUEL TANK SHUT OFF VALVE ITEM A. USE COMPRESSED AIR TO BLOW OUT FUEL HOSE ITEM 5. OPEN THE TOP COVER OF THE HEATING UNIT, REMOVE THE FUEL SUPPLY HOSE AND CONNECT IT TO THE "FUEL OUT TO BURNER" QUICK DISCONNECT ON THE PUMP UNIT PANEL. DISCONNECT FUEL HOSE ITEM 9 FROM THE ENGINE FUEL FILTER ITEM B AND FROM THE HEATING UNIT FUEL FILTER ITEM C. DRAIN FUEL FROM HOSE ITEM 9 AND USE COMPRESSED AIR TO BLOW OUT THIS FUEL HOSE. OPEN THE DRAIN ON BOTH FUEL FILTERS. REMOVE AND DISCARD BOTH FUEL FILTERS ITEMS B AND C. INSPECT FUEL FILTER HOUSING, PORTS AND DRAINS FOR SEALANT PARTICLES AND CLEAN AS NECESSARY. REPLACE TWO FUEL FILTERS, NSN 4330-01-374-9147. RECONNECT FUEL LINES AND PLACE EQUIPMENT BACK IN TO SERVICE.
