NBC SHELF LIFE PROGRAM


1.  Units must maintain information on all contingency and training items that have expiration dates, lot numbers, and inspection/test dates. 


2.  The following items are example of items that must be inventoried and documented for shelf life status/tracking.  The list is not all-inclusive and each NBC NCO should check each item in their NBC Room to establish whether or not it has an expiration or reorder date.  Some batteries have test dates on them and must be tested.  


3.  All contingency items that are within 6 months of expiration must be reordered unless a message of shelf life extension is received.  All items should be marked with extended shelf life and the message number and date referenced.

NOTE:  Medical supplies shelf life assumes proper climate controlled storage.  Shelf life will be reduced if improperly stored at the unit level.

4.  All packaged products on hand or in storage with a shelf life date must be inspected every 90 days to determine if each product/s are within shelf life usability and to determine container condition. Quality surveillance of packaged product/s will be conducted in accordance with procedures outlined in AR 702-18.

5.   All products identified for shelf life update testing will be reported to USAPC before submitting any samples to designated labs when required, i.e. STB. Activities are required to maintain Standing Operating Procedures (SOP) to ensure proper package management. Products must be checked against the DOD Quality Status List (QSL) during required inspections. Products with expired shelf life that are not listed on the QSL should be reported to USAPC before submitting samples to a designated laboratory. 

6.  When products are identified for shelf life update, those products will not be used until the laboratory analysis indicates the product meets use limits. USAPC Product Deficiency Investigation (PDI) messages, which identify deficient items, will be kept on file for 1 year from date of release. New receipts of products will be screened for items reported in these messages and, if received, will be reported to USAPC.

7.  A Shelf Life/Quality Surveillance Program must be established within the unit NBC room for both bulk and packaged products that have a shelf life. 

8.  Inspection/testing of shelf-life items will be accomplished prior to the expiration of the shelf life on the schedule required by DOD 4140.27M, DOD Shelf-life Item Management Manual, and extended or downgraded as appropriate. Data accumulated as a result of inspection or tests will be done only on type II (extendable) items and only at the direction of the materiel manager. 


a. Shelf-life items will be controlled to the degree required to ensure that the condition code shown at the storage location and in the accountable record is accurate at all times. 


b. In addition to assuring accurate maintenance of condition codes, storage activities are required to-- 



(1) Review shelf-life item codes for accuracy/adequacy based upon inspections, tests, and historical records.



(2) Review shelf-life items for obviously miscoded items. 

9.  Data accumulated that indicates an inaccurate or unrealistic shelf life or condition code assignment will be directed to the ASDA/MMC or the appropriate MACOM for evaluation. Information thus furnished will be used as a basis for extension, reduction, or deletion of age control requirements. 

10.  AR 740-3, Care of Supplies in Storage Appendix B, Condition classification and/or reclassification of shelf-life items list certain unique factors that are involved in condition classification and reclassification of serviceable shelf life items before expiration and at the time of shelf life expiration. See table B-1 and B-2, AR 740-3. 
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
