Prevention Trainer conduct pre/post deployment Sexual Assault
Prevention Training within 30 days of deployment/redeployment.

9. CRITICAL Has the commander posted written sexual assault
policy statements and victim services resources on unit bulletin
boards. Statements must include the command’s commitment
to the program, victim’s rights, definition of sexual assaults,
sexual assaults are punishable under UCMJ and other
federal/local civilian laws, that sexual assault is incompatible
with Army values and available resources to support victims. BN
