SUBJECT: Policy Memorandum #8:  Consideration of Others (CO2) Program 

1.  REFERENCES:
     a. HQ, TRADOC Memorandum, ATBO-BPE, 22 December 2005, subject:  Consideration of Others (CO2) Program.
     b. Fort Leonard Wood Command Policy #62-07, Consideration of Others (CO2) Program, 16 February 2007.
2.  This memorandum provides guidance on training with the ‘Consideration of Others’ methodology.  ‘Consideration of Others’ is a method used by leaders to help ensure a positive work environment and build effective teams through mutual respect and caring.
3.  Units will comply with the following requirements.  All Soldiers and civilians will receive at a minimum of two quarters of training using the CO2 methodology.  Groups will consist of 15-30 personnel and will be led by a trained facilitator from the Small Group Instructor Trainer Course and the 3-day CO2 facilitator seminar.
4.  The success of this program rests on leader involvement.  The program is decentralized to allow each commander within the Brigade to input his or her training subjects.  CO2 must not be viewed as a training burden.  It is an opportunity for Soldiers and civilians within their respective sections to learn from each other and to understand both the learning objectives and how the subject of the training impacts people of different backgrounds.  It emphasizes the actions and responsibilities of the individual Soldier and civilian as part of a team.
5.  In our unique work environment of training new Soldiers, implementing an effective CO2 Program may be challenging and difficult; however, noncommissioned officers have been using CO2 for decades.  It is no different than a squad leader taking his or her squad aside to train them on employing the M18A1 claymore mine or a section sergeant talking with his or her section about the effects of alcohol during safety training.  We are not unaccustomed to the concept of using small group instruction and applying the core values training.  Therefore, the success of the CO2 Program rests solely upon the commitment and dedication of all leaders within the brigade to implement this training methodology.
