SUBJECT:   Ethnic Observances

1. REFERENCES.  AR 600-20, 7 June 2006, Army Command Policy.

2. PURPOSE. To establish the US Army Maneuver Support Center and Fort Leonard Wood Ethnic Observance Program schedule.

3. General.

a. Ethnic observances are designed to enhance cross-cultural awareness and promote harmony among all military service members, their families, and the civilian work force. The focus of the observance should be directed towards encouraging interaction and not just recognition.

b. Ethnic observances provide commanders an opportunity to enhance the human relations climate through increased unity, awareness, and mutual understanding of the accomplishments and contributions of all members of DOD. 

c. Strong command support, leadership, and thorough planning are the essential elements of ethnic observance program success.  

4. Policy/Procedures.

a. MANSCEN will conduct ethnic observances annually in accordance with the Fort Leonard Wood Ethnic Observance SOP.

b. All brigades will be assigned sponsorship for a specific ethnic observance to be conducted at the installation level. This does not preclude commanders from conducting observances at brigade level and below.

c. Brigades should coordinate with the installation Equal Opportunity Office for assistance 

                            in planning ethnic observances.

d. Enclosed is a schedule of brigade sponsors for ethnic observances for Calendar year 2007.  This schedule will be updated on an annual basis.
