SUBJECT: Garrison Command Policy # 07-2005, Installation Point of Contact for Family Advocacy Matters

1.  The Directorate of Morale, Welfare, and Recreation (DMWR) Army Community Service (ACS) assists commanders by providing accessible and complementary activities and service, as well as a variety of training and support programs.
