MEMORANDUM FOR All Garrison Command Personnel

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter Number 8-03, Transition Permissive TDY (PTDY)

1.  The purpose of Transition PTDY is to facilitate transition to civilian life such as house and job hunting for soldiers being involuntarily separated or retiring from active duty.

2.  Transition PTDY is an authorization, not an entitlement.

3.  Transition PTDY may be taken in conjunction with transition leave or separately.  Transition PTDY may be taken in increments, however personnel must perform duty between increments.  Taking PTDY Monday through Friday and the following Monday through Friday is not authorized.

4.  Taking Transition PTDY in more than two (2) increments, must be approved by the Garrison Commander.  Incremental PTDY may be denied or limited based on mission requirements.

5.  Eligible personnel, as defined by AR 600-8-10, paragraph 5-35 and DA Messages, may be granted PTDY as follows:

     a. 20 days for CONUS soldiers who will transition and reside in CONUS.

     b. 30 days for CONUS soldiers who will reside OCONUS after transition.  These soldiers must provide commanders evidence that they will reside overseas.

     c. 30 days for OCONUS soldiers who will transition and reside CONUS after transition.

6.  This policy letter supersedes the previous policy, subject as above, dated 21 July 1997.
