MEMORANDUM FOR All Garrison Command Personnel

SUBJECT:  Policy Letter Number 9-03, Retirement Ceremony

1. This letter establishes the Garrison Command policy on the Post Retirement Ceremony.

2.  Participation in the Post Retirement Ceremony affords the installation and a grateful Army an opportunity to demonstrate their sincere appreciation for dedicated service to the nation.  Participation is mandatory unless a bona fide emergency arises.  Individuals may participate in other similar ceremonies; however, such participation does not exempt their inclusion in the installation ceremony.

3.  It is the individual’s responsibility to ensure that the retirement ceremony, in which they are to participate, is not in conflict with other commitments, e.g. job interviews, Transition PTDY, and Transition Leave.  Individuals may be recalled from leave if they have not participated in a ceremony prior to their departure.

4.  This policy letter supersedes the previous policy, subject as above, dated 21 July 1997.
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
