MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Installation Child Curfew and Supervision Policy #09-2005

1. References:

    a.  AR 608-18, Army Family Advocacy Program, 27 September 2004.

    b.  AR 608-10, Child Development Services, 15 July 1997.

    c.  Department of Defense Instruction (DODI) 6060.3, 19 December 1996, School-Age Care Programs 

    d.  Memorandum, HQ CFSC-CYS, 22 June 2005, Subject:  2005-2006 Interim Army Child and Youth Services (CYS) Fee Policies and Guidance.

    e.  Memorandum, HQ CFSC-CYS, 13 July 2000, Subject:  Child and Youth Services (CYS) Open Recreation.

2. Applicability and responsibility. This memorandum supercedes the Fort Leonard Wood Command Policy #36-02, dated 11 July 2002 (ATZT-MWR-A) and the Garrison Command Child Supervision Policy, dated 11 January 2005 (ATZT-MWR-A).  This policy complies with Department of Defense Instruction 6060.3, School-Age Care (ref 1c) which requires Commanders to implement a policy that addresses the ages and circumstances under which children, under the age of 12 years old can be left without adult supervision.  

    a. Safeguarding children and youth is a parental responsibility.  This policy applies to the care and supervision of all youth/children when physically present on Fort Leonard Wood during both the duty day (generally 0600-1800, Monday through Friday) and off-duty hours.

    b. Parents/guardians are expected to assess the physical and emotional capabilities of their children and the potential risks or advantages to their children in selecting the most appropriate supervision or care option.  
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3. Child Curfew on Fort Leonard Wood.  

    a. The following guidelines will be followed when implementing curfew:

        (1) Curfew will be enforced when the child/youth is not accompanied by either a parent or guardian, or an adult person duly authorized by a parent or guardian to accompany the child/youth.

        (2) During curfew, children/youth not accompanied by an adult or guardian, are restricted from going to or remaining on any post street, post business (i.e. bowling alley, arcade, etc.), or entering onto post thru any gate.   Exceptions to this policy (annotated below in para 3 (6)) will only be made in certain circumstances, with Military Police using discretion. 

    b. Curfew hours are as follows:

        (1) For children/youth under the age of 18 years old, curfew hours shall be between the hours of 2300 and 0500 year round.

     c. When children/youth are found to be violating curfew at an on-post business or establishment, the business/establishment should ask them to leave the premises.  If the child/youth does not leave the establishment, the business/establishment will notify Military Police.


d. When Military Police find children/youth that have violated curfew policy, or respond to a situation where a child/youth has violated this curfew policy, the following will transpire:


    (1) Military Police will transport the violator(s) to the Military Police Station (via unmarked MP sedan).

    
    (2) The sponsor/legal guardian will be contacted and pick up the child/youth from the MP Station.

         (3) The curfew violation will be reported in either the Military Police Blotter or Journal.  The Military Police Investigation (MPI) section will maintain a database of curfew violators.  This database will be utilized to track repeat offenders. 

(a) Depending on the situation and status of the violator (i.e. repeat offender, the 

child/youth has other violations on his/her record), the Military Police may report the violation to the sponsor’s chain of command.  

(b) If a child/youth violates this policy more than once, the sponsor’s chain of 

command will be notified by the Military Police.
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         (4) If the curfew violator is not a military family member, he/she will be transported to the Military Police Station (via unmarked MP sedan), and the violators‘ personal information will be annotated in the curfew violation database.  


    (a) The parent/legal guardian will be contacted and advised to pick up the child/youth from the MP Station.

         (b) If children/youth that are not military family members violate this curfew policy more than once, they will be considered for actions to bar their entry onto Fort Leonard Wood.

         (5) Depending on the severity of the violation, as well as the child’s/youth’s past criminal history, the violator and his/her family may be requested to appear before the Fort Leonard Wood Juvenile Review Board.

         (6) Children/youth who are coming home (on post) or outside their quarters after curfew begins (2300hrs), must have a legitimate reason (i.e. work, sanctioned community event, etc.).  The child/youth will be field identified and dealt with on a case by case basis.  


    (a) The parent/guardian will be contacted to determine the validity of the youth’s situation.


    (b) Military Police will use discretion in this situation to determine if the child/youth has a legitimate reason for violating curfew.  

4.  Child/Youth Supervision Policy: A multi-disciplinary team including Child and Youth Services, Family Advocacy Program, Army Community Services, the Provost Marshal, the Staff Judge Advocate, housing officials and family members developed this policy. The policy on child/youth supervision is described below.  

     a. No child under the age of 4 years old will be left unattended at any time.  The following exceptions for child supervision exist:  


    (1) Children ages 4-6 years old can play outside unattended, but an adult must have immediate access (visual sight or hearing distance).

         (2) Children ages 7-9 years old can play outside unattended, as long as they have access to adult supervision and the sponsor knows the location of the child.


    (3) Children/youth ages 5-12 years old will not be in self care or home alone on a regular basis during weekdays or non-school sessions (i.e. vacation, weekends, and holidays). 
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b. Elementary school children (grades 1 and up) may walk to and from school and other youth activities by themselves or in groups by a pre-arranged route and with parental permission.  Kindergarten children must be under direct adult supervision when walking to school and other activities.

     c. Middle School youth in grades 6-9 may not be left in self-care or home alone on a regular basis.  


d. Youth ages 12 years old and above may be in self or monitored care during the day.  Youth must be at least 15 years old to be left alone in quarters overnight.  The following matrix describes the minimum standards of child/youth supervision on Fort Leonard Wood:

**Recommend child development services baby-sitting training course.  Must be 13 years old to attend this course, per AR 608-10, para 7-30 (a).
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     e. Parents/guardians are responsible for the welfare and safety of their children, and  ensuring that this child supervision policy is adhered to.

     f. These policies are minimum standards, and parents/guardians should assess their children individually, and if necessary, raise the age limits.

5. On post off-limits areas.  The following locations on Fort Leonard Wood are considered off-limits for children/youth.  Children/youth may not visit these areas unless

accompanied by their parent or guardian.  Other exceptions for children/youth to visit these areas may be granted on a case by case basis by the Commander of each particular housing unit.  

    a. All single service member housing units to include:

         (1) Indiana Avenue housing area.

         (2) Immell Street housing area.

         (3) Boquet Street housing area.

         (4) Specker Barracks housing complex.

         (5) Any other housing areas that single service members inhabit.

    b. All initial entry training (IET) barracks.

    c. Commanders of the above housing units should post signs stating that children/youth under the age of 18 are prohibited from visiting these areas, unless accompanied by their parent or guardian, or approved by the Commander. 

6. Support options.

    a. Activity options are available through School-age Services (SAS), Middle School/Teen (MST) Programs, Youth Sport and Fitness Programs, and Family Child Care.

     b. Baby-Sitting Courses are available through Child and Youth Services (596-0238) and American Red Cross (364-3947).   Youth must be 13 years old to attend the CYS course, IAW AR 608-10, paragraph 7-30(a).  Youth must be 11 years old to attend the Red Cross course.

     c. The Child and Youth Services Resource and Referral Office can provide information to parents about available off post supervised activities and care options available through schools, youth organizations and other agencies.
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d.  The following direct supervision options are available to parents/guardians:
