MEMORANDUM FOR All Garrison Command Personnel

SUBJECT:  Policy Number 10-03, Disciplinary Actions Against Staff Sergeants and Above

1.  This memorandum establishes my policy regarding disciplinary actions involving soldiers in the rank of Staff Sergeant and above.

2.  I withhold authority to dispose of misconduct by Staff Sergeants, Sergeants First Class, Master Sergeants, First Sergeants, Sergeants Major and Command Sergeants Major to myself under Rules for Court-Martial 401 and Army Regulation 27-10, paragraph 3-7d.  Any misconduct allegedly committed by soldiers in these ranks must be reported as quickly and as confidentially as possible to me for disposition.  I will make an independent disposition decision in each case and will consider returning the case to a subordinate commander upon that commander’s recommendation.

3.  This policy does not preclude subordinate commanders from referring any other case to me where they believe I should take disposition action over the alleged misconduct.

4.  This policy letter supersedes the previous policy, subject as above, dated 13 July 2000.
