PREREQUISITES
 

     To attend the Advanced Noncommissioned Officers Course, you must be an Active Army, National Guard or Reserve Component enlisted soldier in the grades of (SSG or SFC). If your active duty, you must of have been selected by the Department of the Army for the promotion to the rank of Sergeant First Class or recommended by unit commander for (Reserve / National Guard Component). Qualified in Military Occupational Skill of 21B, 21C, 21H, 21N or 21T.    

   
   All students are required to have the following in their possession prior to arriving for the course:
 

Soldiers must have a completed Unit Pre-execution Checklist that is complete and signed by their Unit Commander prior to being allowed into the course. Failure to produce this checklist within 72 hours of arriving at the course is cause for dismissal.
 

Fifteen copies of their Temporary Duty Orders, to include amendments and advance finance vouchers (if an advance was granted).
 

All soldiers that are over the age of 40 must bring a physical with a cardio vascular screening clearing them for training prior to the Army Physical Fitness Test.
 

A copy of any permanent physical profiles (Soldier must provide a copy of their MOS/Medical Review Board). Soldier with Temporary profiles will not be allowed to enroll.
                               
Two copies of DA Forms 2A and 2-1/ERB.
 

All prescribed clothing and equipment on the packing list.
