
Lineage and Honors

Activated 21 July 1906 as the US Disciplinary Barracks (USDB) Guard Battalion, Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas (Made up of Headquarters and the 1st, 2d, and 3d Guard
Companies).
Deactivated 1929.

Reactivated 1940 as the USDB Guard Battalion with the same configuration.

Redesignated 1968 as the USDB Military Police Battalion, USDB, Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas.

Redesignated 15 April 1991 as the 705th Military Police Battalion, Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas. (The US Department of Heraldry provided this numerical value although it
appears that the 705th as a numbered unit was last associated with an antitank unit in
World War II. There was no previous listing of a military police organization by this
title.)
