Glass — clear, green & brown, remove
lids/caps and rinse, labels are acceptable

Aluminum — Cans and containers

Plastic — Type 1 (milk jugs, bleach bottles,
etc), Type 2 (clear plastics, water & soda
bottles, etc), rinse and remove caps

Steel (Tin) Cans — Empty, rinse and remove
lids. Labels are acceptable

Newspaper

Cardboard — Corrugated boxes,
paperboard (shoe, cereal, etc) shipping
cartons, paper & brown envelopes and
manila folders

Junk mail, Magazines, Colored Paper,
Phonebooks — Small amount of staples are
ok, remove plastic & cellophane

White Office Paper — Small amounts of
staples are ok, Post-It notes are accepted

Wood Pallets - accepted only during busi-
ness hours. Contact recycle center atten-
dant before unloading. Unserviceable pal-
lets should be broken down and disposed of
in a solid waste dumpster.
