Expansion planned for Terry Facility, FLW
FORT LEONARD WOOD, Mo. – 
The U.S. Army Chemical Biological, Radiological and Nuclear School and 3rd Chemical Brigade at Fort Leonard Wood have scheduled a groundbreaking ceremony for the Lt. Joseph Terry CBRN Responder Facility expansion at 8:30 a.m., Tuesday, at the Terry Facility.  Col. David Wilcox, 3rd Chemical Brigade commander is expected to provide remarks at this event.  
The Terry Facility was originally completed in 2007 and occupies more than 40 acres on Fort Leonard Wood.  The facility is used by USACBRNS, different branches of the military and other organizations to train CBRN response to incidents.


The Terry Facility was named after Lt. Joseph Terry, a World War II veteran and Distinguished Service Cross recipient. Terry, who passed away in 1999, received the medal for heroic actions that saved the lives of six of his fellow Soldiers during a prolonged hostile artillery barrage. Terry was one of only nine Chemical Corps Soldiers who received the Distinguished Service Cross during WWII.
