“Today it’s really about Fort Leonard Wood and the great things we’re
doing here and to take that back to the Army and share a little bit about all the great things our Soldiers

and Families are doing.”

Chandler said he was impressed by Fort Leonard Wood’s partnership with the Army National Guard,
Army Reservists, the Navy, Air Force and Marine Corps because it represents a great example of the
joint effort that the Army makes for the nation.
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“This is my first trip to Fort Leonard Wood, so I’ve never been here,” said Chandler. “It’s one of those
hidden jewels, I think, for our Army. ... There are great leaders doing great things, training Soldiers
from the time they enter the service all the way up to the Captain’s Career Course to deliver a quality

Soldier back to the force.”

As the Army transitions to meet the needs of the nation, Chandler remains optimistic about the outlook

for the future force and he shared his insights with Soldiers and Families at Fort Leonard Wood.

“The nation has made a decision that we’re going to have a smaller force and our duty is to do what the
nation asks us to do,” said Chandler. “Our Army will be smaller but it will also be as effective, if not
more effective, than it is today. We’ve got great programs and policies that we’re putting in place to
sustain and actually increase the quality of our force. There are still going to be plenty of training
opportunities. There are still going to be plenty of places for people to serve in our Army even in 2020
and beyond, so I’m actually excited about the future.”
