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Theater at FLW scheduled for general clean-up
Officials concur renovation work is long overdue
FORT LEONARD WOOD, Mo. – On June 23, immediately following the 2011 Chemical Corps Regimental Week, Conference and Exhibition, Abrams Theater, Building 804, is scheduled to close for renovations and will remain closed for approximately 90 days, or until the work is completed.  
Tom Magruder, architect with the Department of Public Works, Engineer Division, Engineer Design Branch, Fort Leonard Wood, told the FLW Public Affairs Office that Abrams Theater is long overdue for a clean-up.  Renovation work is slated to include such things as patching damaged walls, repainting, removing the carpet and grinding the concrete floors to a non-slip surface, replacement of the stage curtains and operators, and refinishing the stage.  
“The floor under the theater chairs will be chemically treated and cleaned.  Concrete and other exterior repairs and renovations will be taking place in order to provide a much needed clean-up, and will revitalize both the interior and exterior look of the building,” Magruder said.
Currently, Abrams Theater is a multi-purpose facility that is used for weekly activities such as military graduations, training, concerts, worship services, and weekend movie showings.  During the renovation period, movie showings will not be scheduled; training and other events will be moved to other suitable locations on post; and worship services offered at Abrams Theater will be temporarily moved to Baker Theater.
