Significance: General Cone assumed duties as Commander, of TRADOC on April 29, 2011 after serving as Commander, III Corps and Fort Hood, Texas and Deputy Commanding General - Operations for U.S. Forces - Iraq.  The mission of TRADOC is to develop the Army's Soldier and Civilian leaders, and design, develop, and integrate capabilities, concepts and doctrine in order to build an Army that is a versatile mix of tailorable, adaptable, and networked organizations operating on a rotational cycle for Full Spectrum Operations; Support of the Army’s Human Capital Core Enterprise and to sustain the All-Volunteer Force. TRADOC has more than 27,000 Soldiers and 11,000 civilians working daily to accomplish our mission. We have 32 schools, and we train more than 500,000 Soldiers a year. The TRADOC footprint spreads throughout the continental United States at 20 different locations, and TRADOC provides the senior commander on 13 of those installations.
