N/A��01.�Are floors kept clean and dry?�29 CFR 1910.22 (a)(2)�����02.�Are all floors, and passageways free from protruding nails, splinters, holes, and loose boards?�29 CFR 1910.22 (a)(3)�����03.�Are aisles and passageways clear of all obstructions and in good repair?�29 CFR 1910.22 (b)(1)�����04.�Are aisles and passageways wide enough to operate equipment safely?�29 CFR 1910.22 (b)(1)�����05.�Is floor loading within POSTED maximum limits?�29 CFR 1910.22 (d)(1)�����06.�Is every floor opening guarded by a standard railing?�29 CFR 1910.23 (a)(1) 

29 CFR 1910.23 (e)(1)�����07.�Are permanent aisles and passageways appropriately marked?�29 CFR 1910.22 (b)(2)�����08.�Are all open sided floors, platforms, ramps, 4 feet above adjacent floor or ground, guarded with a railing?�29 CFR 1910.23 (c)(1)�����09.�Are flights of stairs having four or more risers equipped with railing or handrails?�29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)�����10.�On stairways less than 44 inches wide having both sides enclosed, at least one handrail, preferably on the right side descending.    �29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)(i)�����11.�On stairways less than 44 inches wide having one side open must have at least one stair railing on open side.�29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)(ii)�����12.�On stairways less than 44 inches wide having both sides open, one stair railing on each side.�29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)(iii)�����13.�On stairways more than 44 inches wide but less than 88 inches wide, one handrail on each enclosed side and one stair railing on each open side. �29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)(iv)�����14.�On stairways 88 or more inches wide, one handrail on each enclosed side, one stair railing on each open side, and one intermediate stair railing located approximately midway of the width.�29 CFR 1910.23 (d)(1)(v)

N/A��20.�Is the vertical clearance above any stair tread to an overhead obstruction at least 7 feet, measured from the leading edge of the tread?�29 CFR 1910.24 (i)

�����21.�Is every open-sided floor or platform four (4) feet or more above adjacent floor or ground level guarded by a standard railing? Standard railing shall consist of a top rail, intermediate rail, and post, and shall have a vertical height of forty-two (42) inches nominal from the upper surface of the top rail to the platform level.  The top rail shall be smooth surfaced throughout the length of the railing.  The intermediate railing shall be approximately half way between the top rail and the platform.  The ends of the rail shall not overhang the terminal posts except where such overhangs do not constitute a projection hazard.  A standard toe board shall be four (4) inches nominal in vertical height from its top edge to the level of the floor, platform, runway or ramp.  It shall be securely fastened in place and with not more than 1/4 inch clearance above the floor level.  It may be made of any substantial material whether solid or with openings not over one (1) inch in greatest dimension.�29 CFR 1910.23 (c),

�����22.�Are open pits, trap door floor openings in the floor, or open tanks, vats, or ditches on adjacent grounds guarded by a floor opening cover of standard strength in construction or guard rails? While the cover is not in place, is the pit or trap door open constantly attended by someone or protected on all exposed sides by removable standard railings?�29 CFR 1910.23 (a)(5)

�����23.�Are cages or wells provided on ladders of more than twenty (20) feet to a maximum unbroken length of thirty (30) feet? �29 CFR 1910.27 (d)(1)(ii)�����24.�Do cages extend a maximum of forty-two (42) inches above the top of the landing unless other acceptable protection is provided?�29 CFR 1910.27 (d)(1)(v)�����25.�Do cages extend down the ladder to a point not less than seven (7) feet nor more than eight (8) feet above the base of the ladder?�29 CFR 1910.27 (d)(1)(iv)�����26.�Are landing platforms provided for each thirty (30) feet of height when a ladder is protected by a cage or every twenty (20) feet when the ladder is not protected by a cage?�29 CFR 1910.27 (d)(2)
