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INFORMATION ABOUT MSO SAFETY OFFICER COURSE (SOC)





1.  FORMAT:  Effective January 2003, this course will change to a four-day (32-hour) format.  This format will allow the incorporation into the course of the approved OSHA 10-hour General Industry Course.  Persons who successfully complete the OSHA 10-hour Course will receive a card, issued by OSHA, stating that they have completed this approved OSHA course.  The course includes lecture-type instruction, videos, practical exercises, and tests. The course will be conducted quarterly.     





2.  PURPOSE:  The primary purpose of the MSO SOC is to prepare Collateral Duty Safety Officers (CDSOs) to be able to properly and effectively perform their duties and responsibilities as CDSOs.  A CDSO is any person appointed as a unit or organization Safety Officer or Safety NCO, as well as any civilian supervisor.  All civilian supervisors have responsibility for the safety of their personnel.  





3.  WHO SHOULD ATTEND:  Successful completion of the entire MSO SOC is mandatory for all newly appointed Safety NCOs and new civilian supervisors and is recommended for all Safety Officers.  These personnel should attend the course the first time it is conducted after their appointment as a CDSO or after becoming a new supervisor.  Other personnel may attend the SOC on a space-available basis. 





4.  SYNOPSIS:  The first two days of the SOC include instruction on safety programs, safety regulations, accident causation, accident prevention principles and techniques, safety training, countermeasures for accident prevention, risk management, accident investigation and reporting, and other important areas.  The last two days are the OSHA 10-hour Course, covering various areas of the OSHA General Industry Standard (29 CFR 1910), as well as general information about safety programs and about OSHA inspections, citation, and penalties.  Areas of the OSHA standard that are covered include Walking and Working Surfaces, Materials Handling and Storage, Means of Egress/Fire Protection, Electrical, Personal Protective Equipment, and others.





5.  TESTS:  To complete this course, students must pass two tests, one covering the material covered during the first two days, and another covering the material covered during the last two days (OSHA 10-hour Course).  A 70% score is required for passing each test.  Students not passing one of the tests must reschedule to attend that part of the class again. The purpose of the tests is to ensure that the students have learned the class material well enough to adequately perform their related safety collateral duties and, thereby, protect the safety and health of themselves and coworkers.





6.  CLASS SIZE:  Due to the manpower-intensive nature of conducting a four-day course, the minimum class size will be 10.  Maximum class size will be 35.





7.  SCHEDULING: To attend the SOC, you must request a slot by mail, e-mail, or phone.  You must provide the following information:  name of person to be enrolled, rank or grade of person to be enrolled, unit or organization, work phone number, name and dates of course for which you are requesting enrollment of the person, and POC for further information.


  


        (a) Available spaces will be filled on a first come, first served basis.  Requests for spaces must be received by MSO NLT ten calendar days prior to the date of the class.





        (b) If the required minimum number of persons have not scheduled attendance at a class one week prior to the date of the class, MSO may cancel the class or reschedule it for a later date.  MSO will announce cancellations via e-mail.  An attempt will also be made to contact each scheduled person by phone, to give notification of the cancellation.





8.  LATE REPORTING POLICY: To prevent students from missing information important for protecting their own safety or that of other persons, all students are expected to be on time for classes.  Any student reporting to class more than 30 minutes late will be denied entrance by the instructor and must reschedule to attend the class at a later date.  Upon the judgment of the instructor, this requirement may be waived in special cases, if prior arrangements have been made.





9.  EARLY DEPARTURE POLICY:  If a student desires to leave the class before it has been completed, the student must obtain prior approval from the instructor. 





10.  CLASS MATERIALS:  MSO will provide a course handbook for each student to use during the class and then to keep, as a useful reference tool.  The handbook will include a digest of OSHA standards, copies of applicable Fort Leonard Wood regulations, and other materials.  Students must bring pen/pencil and paper to the class with them.
