SUBJECT:  Minutes of the MANSCEN 1st  Quarter Occupational Safety and Health Advisory Council (OSHAC)

1.  A meeting of the Occupational Safety and Health Advisory Council (OSHAC) was held in the Command Briefing Room 31 Oct 00, commencing at 1324.  The meeting was chaired by MG Aadland, Commanding General, USA Maneuver Support Center.  Mr. Fanning, Council Secretary, called the meeting to order.

2.  All members of OSHAC and several safety officers and NCO’s were in attendance.

3.  MG Aadland made the following opening comments: 

     a.  Be safe, be responsible and permeate this down to the lowest level.

     b.  The wear of safety pins on earplug cases will continue. 

     c.  Run facing traffic when not in uniform.

     d.  He further challenged members to ensure soldiers are safety conscious during the upcoming holiday periods.

4.  Mr. Fanning, MANSCEN Safety Director, presented a statistical analysis of class A thru C accidents, minor injuries, and a fatal accident breakdown.  The slides for this presentation are at enclosure 1.

       a. COL Juneau asked how Ft Leonard Wood statistics compared to other TRADOC installations.

        b.  Mr. Fanning addressed the question stating that those statistics were not included in this presentation but he would forward the information to all members and that they would be included in future presentations to the council.  A comparison of FY 98, 99, and 00 U.S. Army statistics with MANSCEN statistics is at enclosure 2.

        c.  MG Aadland asked if there was a trend with dates for the fatal accidents.  Mr. Fanning indicated there was not.  Dates for fatal accidents are at enclosure 3.
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5.  Mr. Gary Chick, MANSCEN Safety Office, briefed the threat assessment for the upcoming 90 to 120 days; slides for this presentation are at enclosure 4.

        a.  COL Rollinson asked about repairing of concrete sidewalks and slabs that have been damaged by freezing and thawing thus causing a safety hazard which would only get worse this winter when the run-off collects and freezes.  LTC Jorns replied that the incidents were being worked on as they came in and that he had the capability to cut, remove, and replace small sections. There was some discussion of using reserve component personnel to assist in these operations.  MG Aadland said let’s take a look at that option.

        b.  MG Aadland asked if we still gave driver’s awards.  Mr. Morrissey stated that personnel were still being recognized.  At enclosure 5 is the draft MANSCEN safety awards program, (change 4 to FLW Reg.  385-6) which is currently at DOIM for final review.  

 6.  Mr. Fanning opened the meeting to Discussion from members.  The following comments were made.

        a.   LTC Schweitzer asked if there was a move to standardize the process that is already in place in regards to the Risk Management Process, a process which uses unit commanders link their risk assessment with what is on site for a particular area.  Mr. Fanning replied there was no standardized plan for this; it was up to the individual commanders to make this decision.

        b.   COL Van Horn addressed the issue of lighting for running routes versus filling in of potholes.  He recommended that an assessment be done to determine which would best provide the greatest amount of safety for personnel.  MG Aadland asked if this would mean more blocking of streets, and that he wanted more input from his commanders.

        c.    COL Rollinson asked if there was a master listing of unfunded requirements for safety issues.  LTC Jorns said that he could query out this information.  He also asked about lightning shelters for protection  of soldiers.  LTC Jorns stated that he thought a study had been done.  MG Aadland thought this would be another good application for K Span buildings and he asked how many days of lightning hazard we had here at Ft Leonard Wood.  There are approximately 43 days with this hazard occurring from April to September.  See enclosure 6.

d.    MG Aadland said to not let the RAC 1’s go.  LTC Jorns stated that it was easier to get money for the RAC 2’s and 3’s.  LTC Schweitzer informed the council that he had about a million dollars in RAC 2’s in range areas that were unfunded.
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7.  Mr. Fanning addressed the successes to the council.  There were no comments.

8.   The Commanding General’s closing comments once again stressed the importance of safety and that in future OSHAC’s he would like the responsible commanders to assess and review their accidents to the council.
