5.  New business:

 Mr. Fanning, council secretary, provided a Threat assessment briefing for the next 60 - 90 days.  Covered were alcohol use, swimming safety, heat injuries, holiday hazards (Memorial Day / 4th of July), Fire Works related hazards and also covered Thunderstorms and Tornadoes.

6.  The floor was open to discussion from the group.  

a. CSM Dils introduced several Council Initiatives two of which were:

1. Junior NCO Brief to the Safety Action Council

2. Soldier pedestrian safety on Missouri Avenue

     b.  CSM Dils expressed concern that each Battalion acquires a child safety seat installer. 

7.  Taskings:

a. CSM Cheney, DPW, pave walkway between Specter Barracks and PX, put in three 

proper crosswalks. 

b. CSM Cheney, DPW, Safety and LEC look at Nebraska and Minnesota and determine 

crosswalk requirements.
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c. 1st Engineer BDE will have will have Junior NCO brief Brigade program and 3rd Chemical

BDE will have Junior NCO brief Battalion program at the next Council Meeting.

8.  CSM Dils made closing comments:  He noted his hope that this program is helping. He also stated that if any member was not getting what they wanted out of this program let either the Safety Office or him know and necessary adjustments and changes will be made.
