3.  Mr. Gary Chick, MANSCEN Safety Office, briefed the threat assessment for the upcoming  90 to 120 days.  Slides for this presentation are at enclosure one.

4.  The Chief of Staff highlighted the risks for slipping and falling.  He addressed the members to have a plan for cleaning or deicing walking surfaces.

5.  Commanding General addressed post closing due to snow and ice conditions.  He explained the post closure process and stated that in his absence the Chief of Staff would make the call for post closure.

6.  LTC Hoffman, DPTM, put out the weather alert phone number 3-4141, in the event that there were questions as to the road conditions.  He stated that personnel that have questions concerning the roads should call that number first.

7.  The Chief of Staff, in reference to flooding, told of an incident near the East Gate where a women's car was washed off a low water crossing and was saved by a serviceman.  He asked for caution in low crossing areas.

8.  The Chief of Staff, in reference to the tornado alert system on post asked that we look at ways of letting personnel on the installation know what the warnings meant and how would we know what the signal was.  The Commanding General suggested that we look at putting out the warning information on refrigerator type magnets.  MANSCEN Safety was tasked with this issue.

9.  Jane Collins, our guest speaker from the Safety Council of the Ozarks, briefed one million-man hour accident free awards.  The Chief of Staff brought up a suggestion for incentive awards for units that have exemplary safety records and asked that everyone present consider active ideas to achieve accident free work periods for our units and organizations.

10.  COL Johnson asked a question to Mr. Fanning, referencing an announcement made by OSHA.  OSHA had announced that companies that had personnel working out of their homes would be required to meet work place 
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standards.  Mr. Fanning stated that the announcement met with such criticism that OSHA repealed its decision to have home based inspections.

11.  The Commanding General's closing comments revisited the concerns of leaders using risk management when conducting training and was concerned that we might be slipping away from the risk management process.  He stated that the cards were available at the safety office and to ensure the leaders were using and carrying these cards.   The meeting was adjourned at 1038 hours.
