Risk Acceptance.

     a.  Unit staff assists the Commander through the presentation of possible control measures to reduce or eliminate risks.

     b.  Once the residual risks have been determined through the application of control measures; the risk decision must be presented at the proper level of command for the final risk decision on mission execution.

     c.  Approval authority.

          (1)  EXTREMELY HIGH risk – TRADOC Commander.



          (2)  HIGH risk – Commanding General.

          (3)  MEDIUM risk – Brigade Commanders, Garrison Command, Directors, Commandant Libby Noncommissioned Officer Academy, and Commander of Law Enforcement Command.  May be delegated to Battalion Commanders and Division Chiefs.  This delegation must be in writing with a copy provided to the Maneuver Support Center Safety Office. This does not include directorates and divisions under the Garrison Command.

          (4)  LOW risk – Battalion Commanders, Garrison Command, Division Chiefs.  May be delegated to Company and Detachment Commanders.  This delegation must be in writing with a copy provided to the Maneuver Support Center Safety Office.  This does not include directorates and divisions under the Garrison Command.

     d.  Tables two and three indicate the proper levels of risk decision.  The size of the unit or organization required to execute the mission is indicated on the top line of the matrix with the residual risk level shown in the left column.  The proper level of command for the associated risk is found at the intersection of the mission complexity and risk columns. 
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
