Best Sapper Competition 2016 – Reporting Standards
COMPETITION PREREQUISITES 
All Sapper competitors must meet the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) standards with a minimum 60 points in each event for their age group.  Competitors must meet height and weight standards IAW AR 600-9 for their age group.  APFT height and weight standards must be current within six months of the competition. 
 

ORDERS and FUNDING

Units are responsible for issuing their Soldiers' TDY (DA Form 1610) orders.  The DA Form 1610 should read "TDY, attached to 169th Engineer Battalion for the period 17 to 22 April 2016 to participate in the Best Sapper Competition and return" Units are also responsible for funding their travel and per diem. Sapper Leader Course will only provide billeting for competitors, from 17 April 2016 through 22 April 2015. If teams wish to arrive earlier to acclimatize or depart later, units are responsible for funding lodging.
SENSITIVE ITEMS

All teams arriving with organic unit weapons, or radios will need to coordinate with Sapper Leader Course Operations six hours prior to arrival to ensure armsroom personnel are present to receive them.
REPORTING 
All incoming teams must report to TA-160, Fort Leonard Wood, Missouri NLT 1300 hours on Sunday, 17 April 2016.  TA-160 is located three miles from the main gate of post. After entering the main gate take the first right (Indiana Avenue) and remain on Indiana Avenue for approximately three miles, take a left on Kansas Ave., then at first intersection make a right. The Sapper Leader Course Barracks area and TA-160 will be almost immediately at you left (see strip map).  Incoming competitors will have in their possession:

· All required equipment to include, 2 x M4s, 2 x RT-1523F SINGARS Radio
· One copy of their TDY orders

· Record Brief (ORB or ERB)
· Competitor Biography
· Current Ranger/Sapper/Airborne/SF physical (dated within 6 months) with statement saying panorex available at home station
· Letter of Preparedness (available on webpage and attached to welcome letter)
· DA Form 705 (Army Physical Fitness Test Scorecard) Signed by 1SG or higher
· DA Form 5500 Signed by 1SG or higher

MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS 
All competitors are required to bring their medical and dental records.  Records will be screened and turned into the Sapper Leader Course Medics.  Competitors will use the records for sick call procedures.  Direct all medical questions to the Sapper Leader Course Medics (573)596-7506.

  

Medical records must include a physical that is dated within six months of the reporting date. The physical must state that the competitor is medically qualified to attend Sapper/Ranger School, have a blood chemistry test (containing electrolytes), and have a liver and kidney function test. Dental records must include verification that a panorex exists at home station.
Under no circumstances will competitors consume any type of dietary supplement (herbal supplements, creatine, Ripped Fuel, etc.) while attending the competition.  This is grounds for immediate removal from the competition.  It is highly encouraged that all students discontinue use of any supplements at least 30 days prior to attending the competition.  The Sapper medics validate all prescription medication during in processing.   

COMBAT WATER SURVIVAL TEST (CWST) 
All units must conduct a Combat Water Survival Test prior to arrival to the competition (current within six months of the competition start date).  Based on this test, units must provide a signed memorandum to the event Cadre during in-processing, noting which Soldiers are strong swimmers and weak swimmers.  Administer the CWST IAW DA Pam 351-4. The CWST is required to identify the competitors’ swimming proficiencies for safety reasons.  

TRAVEL 
Units are responsible for their team's travel to and from Fort Leonard Wood.  Transportation suggestions for incoming competitors are (1) round trip bus transportation to St Robert, MO; (2) fly into St. Louis and bus transportation to and from St Robert, MO; or (3) rental/government vehicle.  There are only two commercial flights daily to and from Waynesville-St. Robert Regional Airport (code: TBN).  These flights only carry 19 passengers and have limited baggage capability (1 piece per passenger). 

EMERGENCY PHONE CONTACT 
The telephone number for emergency contact during duty hours is the 169th Engineer Battalion S-3 NCO at (573)596-6624 and after duty hours is the 1st Engineer Brigade SDO at (573)596-0222.   
  

LEAVE 
The unit commander only grants emergency leave, and will result in administrative release from the competition. 

  
BILLETING 
All competitors arriving prior to the early report date of 17 April 2016 are required to provide their own lodging accommodations.  All teams, after reporting, are required to lodge in the Sapper Leader Course barracks (in the 800 block of Fort Leonard Wood in open bay metal buildings located 1/2 mile from the Sapper Leader Course classroom). Linens will be provided by the Sapper Leader Course.   

MEALS 
Meals will be provided. Temporary meal cards will be issued for the DFAC and MREs will be provided for competitors. Competitors will eat in the dining facility or MREs during competition.  Before arrival, the unit should remove all competitors from separate rations for the duration of the competition. 

LAUNDRY SERVICES 
Washers and dryers are available at the Sapper Competition barracks for competitor use only. 

OBSERVERS/VISTORS

Visitors and unit supporters are highly encouraged to attend the Best Sapper Competition.

COACHES/TRAINERS

Coaches and trainers assisting competitors in training will not have access to competitors during the competition’s events. Designated times will be specified and made available for coaches and trainers to meet with their teams. The information will be made readily available during in-processing 17 April 2016.
OUT PROCESSING

All competitors will administratively out-process on Thursday, 22 April 2016 at 1300, however all podium placing competitors will attend the Regimental ball on 22 April 2016.
