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     The mission of the legal assistance program is to assist eligible clients with their personal legal affairs in a timely and professional manner.  The legal assistance program increases the readiness, morale, and discipline of the Army.  Soldiers without personal legal problems can be available for immediate mobilization and deployment.  Morale is enhanced by providing Soldiers and their Families information, advice, and assistance responsive to their personal legal needs.  Personal legal problems may cause low morale or disciplinary issues and may adversely affect combat readiness.  Providing legal assistance is also part of the Army’s ongoing effort to maintain a quality of life that will attract quality people.

· File documents in court 

Powers of Attorney and Notary Services 
Available on a walk-in basis during office hours 
Attorney Consultations and Services 
Appointments are recommended for consultations with attorneys.  Appointments can be made by calling 573-596-0629 or by visiting the Legal Assistance Office.  Walk-in consultations are also available Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Friday from 0900-1100.  Walk-ins are first come first served.  There is no guarantee an attorney will be able to see you.

Estate and Medical Planning 
Legal Assistance Attorneys can draft wills, living wills, health care directives and other documents.  A worksheet must be completed before meeting with an attorney to discuss your needs.  A second appointment is required to sign and execute your documents. The will worksheet and medical planning worksheet can be found here.  

Special Victims’ Counsel Program
The SVC program provides a licensed attorney to advocate for sexual assault victims throughout the military justice or administrative process.  If you desire SVC representation, contact anyone involved in the sexual assault reporting or investigation process.  Contact the Legal Assistance Office for questions on the SVC program.  

Soldiers’ MEB Counsel 
MEB Counsel assists Soldiers going through the physical disability process.  To schedule an appointment, please call the Soldiers’ MEB Counsel at 573-596-0532.

Tax Center 
The Tax Center offers free individual income tax preparation and filing from January to April each year.  You can contact the Tax Center during tax season at 573-596-1040.
