REGISTRATION: Seats are assigned based on receipt of a course registration and security verification form. Seats are on a first come basis. JSLC ADVANCE STUDENT PACKET:  About one month prior to the course, the JSLC Advanced Student Packet will be emailed to you AND a CD containing course read-aheads will be mailed to your home address. Please ensure a current and frequently checked email and postal mail address is on the registration form.

REGISTRATION FEE: Students must pay a $90.00 registration fee with their registration form. This fee covers the cost of a class social, three (3) breakfasts, two (2) lunches, one (1) dinner, refreshments during classroom breaks for three (3) days, class materials, and a CD of all unclassified course presentations that will be sent after the course. Please make the check payable to “Chemical School Informal Fund”. Accepted payment includes personal check, certified check, money order or cash. Credit cards will not be accepted for payment. Receipts will be issued during inprocessing.

SECURITY CLEARANCE:  A secret clearance is required for course attendance. Your clearance must be verified by your security manager and documented on a memorandum or roster. An example template is enclosed as part of this packet. A copy must be submitted with your registration form or faxed under separate cover.  DA Form 873 (Certificate of Clearance/Security) will not be accepted.
LODGING:  All arrangements for lodging will be coordinated by the JSLC Action Officer.  Lodging will be available at inprocessing. Students do not need to call in advance to coordinate lodging.  Annotate arrival & departure date on registration form. You are responsible for lodging cost of $30.00 per night upon checkout of lodging.
TRANSPORTATION: Fort Leonard Wood is located 140 miles SW of St. Louis Lambert International Airport and 90 miles NE from Springfield-Branson Airports along I-44. Transportation is not provided from the airports. Also available is the Forney Airfield located on FLW with limited service from St. Louis Lambert Airport.  Rental cars are available at all airports The JSLC Advanced Packet will directions from the St. Louis, MO and Springfield MO airports. Pick up at post lodging and transportation for all course activities will be provided on Friday and Saturday.

MEDICAL SCREENING: Students will receive a medical screen by the Chemical Defense Training Facility staff prior to participation in toxic agent training as part of the JSLC.  To participate in the CDTF, eye inserts for M-40 or MCU-2P series protective masks must be brought with you.  Eyeglasses, contacts, or hearing aids will not be worn during toxic agent training. Vision in at least one eye must be 20/40 or correctable to 20/40 to participate in toxic agent training. Contact the JSLC Action Officer IMMEDIATELY if you need mask optical inserts as they possibly can be made here on FLW prior to the course.

UNIFORM: The battle dress uniform or service equivalent is worn for all classes. Casual dress for civilian personnel. Opened collar dress for social activities.  Travel dress is acceptable for class on Sunday.
INPROCESSING: Students will report to the Dillard Hall Lodging Office, Building 470, on 2 DEC 04 between the hours of 1200-2100 for JSLC inprocessing and for receiving lodging. There is a scheduled JSLC Class Social and Joint Requirements Office Introduction at the Chemical Museum from 1800-2030 that evening.
