SUBJECT:  701ST Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #22 – Energy Conservation

1.  Purpose. To outline procedures for the conservation of energy.

2. Scope. This policy applies to all 701st MP Battalion members and employees.

3. Reference. AR 11-27 and CSHSC-P Pam 89-17


a.  The 701st MP Battalion Energy Conservation NCOIC who will ensure an Energy Conservation NCOIC is selected for each building in USAMPS. Members and employees of the Battalion are to utilize the following list of energy saving suggestions:



(1) Close unused areas and rooms.



(2) Ensure air conditioners and heaters are turned off after duty hours.



(3) Do not block or obstruct air conditioning or heating vents.



(4) Ensure exterior doors and windows are not left open.



(5) Turn off lights in unoccupied areas.



(6) Limit light use in areas receiving sufficient sunlight.



(7) Turn off exterior lights during daylight.



(8) Keep lamps and windows free of dirt.



(9) Do not use excessive light bulb wattage.



(10) Turn off all equipment when not in use.



(11) Only authorized heaters and coffeepots may be in use.



(12) Turn off any leaky faucets.



(13) Ensure thermostats are not damaged, improperly set, or out of calibration.


b. Members and employees of the Battalion are to report the following deficiencies to the Energy Conservation NCOIC:



(1) Thermostats that are damaged, improperly set, or out of calibration.



(2) Pipes that are missing insulation.



(3) Fluorescent lights that have been improperly set or out of calibration.



(4) Lights in use over stacks of supplies or equipment.



(5) Leaking water faucets.



(6) Broken windows or doors.



(7) Shades or curtains missing from windows.


c. The Energy Conservation NCOIC will inspect for the following deficiencies and call in work orders for low cost maintenance, if required.



(1) Air filters that are in need of replacing.



(2) Light levels that are too high in hallways, storage rooms, and work areas, and extensive exterior illumination.



(3) Hot water tanks that are not insulated or on which the insulation is damaged.



(4) Misaligned exterior doors.



(5) Cracked caulking around window, doors, and exterior joints.



(6) Defective or missing weather stripping around windows and doors



(7) Window air conditioners not covered during the heating season.
