SUBJECT:  701ST Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #29-Serious Incident Reporting

1.  References.


a. Memorandum-Headquarters, Training and Doctrine Command, Subject: Policy Memorandum-TRADOC Operations Reporting (TRADOC OPREP), dated 28 April 1997.


b. Memorandum-Headquarters, 14th Military Police Brigade, Subject: Policy memorandum #18-Serious Incident Reporting, dated 1 February 2000.

2.  IAW the above references, the following incidents will be reported through the Battalion to the 14th MP Bde, using the TRADOC Operations Report (see enclosure).


a. Accidents or incidents (either on or off post) that result in death or could result in death of a soldier, DA civilian, or family member.


b. Any incident, event, or accident that could generate adverse publicity.


c. Training accidents that result in damage or loss of property or equipment exceeding $5,000.


d. Fires that result in damage or loss of property or equipment exceeding $5,000.


e. Lost or stolen weapons.


f. Incidents involving trainee abuse or AIT instructor misconduct.


g. Bomb threats.


h. Environmental accidents or incidents that result in release of hazardous substance, to include fuel, resulting in the evacuation of facilities, injuries, or potential severe degradation of the environment.


i. Any suicide or attempted suicide by a soldier, family member, or DA Civilian.


j. Theft or loss of munitions, classified material, explosives, or sensitive items.


k. Any incident involving foreign students.

3. As soon as possible after a reportable incident, units will report incidents to the Battalion S3 or Battalion XO using DA Form 285 AB or Report of Injury Worksheet. Units will make no other notifications.

4. Upon being notified or an incident, the Battalion S3 or XO will notify the Battalion Commander. After notifying the Battalion Commander, the Battalion S3 will notify the Brigade S-3 (during duty hours) or the Brigade SDNCO (during non-duty hours).

5. This policy will remain in effect until revised, revoked, or superceded.
