SUBJECT:  701st MP Battalion Policy Memorandum #30 – Prevention of Traffic Accidents

1.  Purpose:  To provide guidance to aid in the prevention of accidents and to promote accident awareness.

2.  Applicability:  This policy applies to all soldiers assigned or attached to 701st MP Battalion who operate Government vehicles.

3.  Policy and procedures.


a.  All accidents will be thoroughly investigated by the Company Commander.  Action may be taken, if appropriate, against soldiers involved in at fault accidents and related misconduct.


b.  Company Commanders will consider taking the following actions against personnel involved in at fault traffic accidents:


(1) Administrative letter of reprimand, issued to the operator (does not preclude disciplinary action, if appropriate).


(2) Mandatory referral and attendance to the Defensive Driving Course.


(3) Revocation of military driving privileges for a period of 60 days.


(4) Coordination with Battalion S4 for initiation of a report of survey.


(5) Other action as required or as appropriate.

4.  Company Commanders will ensure driver education; driver safety and accident prevention is stressed prior to any activity that involves the use of Government vehicles.  At a minimum, the following will be briefed to soldiers:


a.  Emergency brake will be applied before exiting the vehicle.
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b. Ground guides will be used when backing all tactical vehicles and when backing GSA vehicles.


c. All vehicles, including GSA vehicles, will be tactically parked where possible.


d. Supervisors will ensure drivers are briefed of any vehicle deficiencies that could contribute to an accident.

5.  Every officer, NCO and user of a Government vehicle must practice action to aid in accident prevention.  The goal is for military police not to have at fault accidents.
