SUBJECT:  701st Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #34 - Permissible Operating Distance for GSA Non-Tactical Vehicles

1.  References.  DOD 4500.36R and AR 58-1, Management, Acquisition, and Use of Motor Vehicles.

2.  Purpose.  To establish policy and procedures for the use of government vehicles off post.

3.  General.  Government vehicles are for official use only.  Commanders, directors, and staff will ensure that government vehicles are used only for official government business and will avoid the perception of using government vehicles for personal use. Fort Leonard Wood GSA vehicles are acquired and funded to support the BASOPS mission.

4.  Policy and Procedures.

a.  The permissible operating distance for government vehicles to go off-post with a valid off-post dispatch (stamped at TMP) to acquire supplies and emergency items is a 35-mile radius.

b.  The permissible operating distance may be extended to a one-way distance of 75 miles with a valid off-post dispatch (obtained through TMP) when the mission dictates (i.e., training, demolition, military police and fire department).

c.  Government transportation will not compete with commercial sources and will not be utilized for TDY or for transportation to and from off-post airports.

5.  Supersession.  This policy supersedes all previous command policies on this subject.

6.  Proponency.  The proponent for this policy is the Director of Logistics, 596-0614.
