SUBJECT:  701st MP Battalion Policy Memorandum #37 – Housing and Billeting Policies

1.  Purpose.  To establish policies for housing and billeting standards to include visitation privileges.

2.  Scope.  This policy applies to all units assigned to 701st MP Battalion and has specific application to soldiers residing in single soldier housing and to soldiers living in temporary billets for the purpose of attending a USAMPS course.

3.  General.  Although the Housing Office manages single soldier housing, commanders retain an interest in the billeting of their soldiers.  Specifically, commanders must ensure housing is adequate, it is maintained in proper condition, health and welfare is acceptable, and activities are not permitted that would adversely impact on morale and discipline required in the military.  This policy outlines procedures and establishes standards to protect soldiers and maintain discipline within the battalion.

4.  Responsibilities.

a.  Commanders have a responsibility to ensure single soldier housing is properly maintained.  I expect commanders to set standards and for first sergeants and other noncommissioned officers to implement them.  As a minimum, company commanders or their designated representatives will conduct a weekly walk-through inspection of single soldier housing and conduct health and welfare inspections, as appropriated.  In addition, daily clean-up rosters for common areas will be prepared at least three days in advance and posted on a bulletin board maintained in the common areas.

b.  Noncommissioned officers or designated personnel identified by the unit will supervise clean-up details.  Each supervisor of a soldier residing in single soldier housing will inspect his/her soldier’s room at least once a week.

c.  A senior noncommissioned officer from each unit will check single soldier quarters at a minimum once each month with periodic command inspections throughout the month.  These inspections should be coordinated with the company BOSS representative.

d.  Soldiers are responsible to maintain their room in a neat and orderly manner at all times.

5.  Policies.

a.  No privately owned weapons or ammunition will be stored in the billets at any time.  This includes knives in which the blade is more than six inches.

b.  Visitation policies for single soldiers quarters:

(1)  Visitors are permitted in single soldier housing.  However, overnight visits are not permitted.  Overnight is defined as the visitor being present at daybreak.  Exceptions to permit overnight visitors may be approved by the commander or first sergeant.  Visits that extend beyond three days are not permitted.

(2)  No one under the age of 21 will consume alcoholic beverages in the billets at any time.

(3)  Personnel under the age of 18 are not permitted in single soldier housing.  As an exception, siblings or relatives of soldiers under the age of 18 may be permitted upon approval of the Commander or First Sergeant.

(4)  Personnel considered prejudicial to the good order and discipline of the military are not permitted in single soldier housing at anytime.  Soldiers will not invite or allow such personnel in single soldier housing.  Examples of such personnel are known or suspected drug abusers, prostitutes, and individuals with criminal records.

(5)  Soldiers must accompany their guest and are responsible for their guest at all times.

(6)  If residing in a dual occupancy room, soldiers with roommates will request and receive the consent of roommate prior to inviting personnel into the room.

(7)  Visits between military members residing in single soldier housing are permitted at anytime with consent of all personnel residing in the room.

c.   Visitation policies for temporary billets:

(1)  A student’s spouse may reside with the student for up to 72 hours once a month with approval of the commander or first sergeant and the billeting office.

(2)  Personnel under the age of 18, to include siblings and relatives are not permitted in temporary billets at anytime under any condition.

(3)  Soldiers must accompany their guest and are responsible for their guest at all times.

(4)  Personnel considered prejudicial to the good order and discipline of the military are not permitted in single soldier housing at anytime.  Soldiers will not invite or allow such personnel in single soldier housing.  Examples of such personnel are known or suspected drug abusers, prostitutes, and individuals with criminal records.

(5)  Pets are not authorized in temporary billets at anytime under any conditions.

(6)  Telephones and cable hook-ups are a matter between the vendor and the soldier.  No unauthorized cutting or splicing of cable is allowed in the rooms.

d.  Single soldier housing standards:

(1)  Individual rooms will be properly maintained.  Personnel will ensure their bed is made,  laundry put away, and ensure the room is in a general organized appearance on a daily basis.  Commanders will provide additional specific guidance regarding room appearance/standards.

(2)  Common areas will be cleaned daily on duty days.  During non-duty days, common areas will be free of clutter and garbage emptied.

(3)  Outside areas will be policed at least once daily during duty days of unsightly litter and removed on non-duty days.

(4)  Vehicles parked adjacent to barracks areas belonging to soldiers will be properly registered.  Commanders will coordinate with the Provost Marshal Office to have unregistered or abandoned vehicles/bicycles towed or removed from the premises.

6.  Failure to obey this policy may constitute a violation of Article 92, UCMJ or other applicable provisions and could lead to punitive action under the UCMJ.
