SUBJECT:  701st MP Battalion Policy Memorandum #44 – Bomb Threat

1.  References.  701st Military Police Battalion Physical Security Plan.

2.  Purpose.  To establish responsibilities and procedures to be followed in the event of a bomb threat or bombing.

3.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all personnel assigned or attached to the 701st Military Police Battalion.

4.  Responsibilities.

a.  Company/Section NCOIC's will:

(1)  Ensure every phone used within their area of responsibility has a FBI Bomb Threat Card.

(2)  Forms search teams and ensure this plan is rehearsed periodically.

(3)  Brief every soldier on this Bomb Threat Plan.

b.  Individual soldiers will be responsible for understanding and implementing the correct procedures for reacting to a bomb threat.

5.  Procedures.

a.  Telephonic:

(1)  Attempt to keep caller on the line.

(2)  Signal to another person to notify the Military Police Desk immediately of the bomb while the caller remains on the phone.  (MP Desk 6-8888/6141/3425).

(3)  Fill out the bomb threat form (FBI Bomb Threat Card).

(4)  The commander will be notified (Phone Roster).

(5)  Evacuate the building.  All personnel will immediately assemble in a pre-designated location where the NCOIC will account for everyone.

b.  Written:

(1)  Handle the correspondence as little as possible.

(2)  Immediately notify the commander and call the MP Desk..

(3)  The threat message will be forwarded by the most expeditious means to the MP station.

(4)  Initiate evacuation procedures.

c.  If anyone finds a suspected bomb, the individual discovering the bomb will follow these emergency reaction procedures:

(1) Do not attempt to handle or disarm the bomb.

(2) Warn personnel in adjacent areas to evacuate.

(3) Execute notification requirements.
