SUBJECT:  701ST Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #13 - School Requests

1.  References.

a.  AR 350-41 (Training Units)

b.  DA Pam 350-4 (U.S. Army Formal Schools Catalog)

2.  Purpose.  To establish policies for school requests within the battalion.

3.  Policy.   All soldiers attending service schools must be fully qualified and have the recommendation for attendance from their chain of command.

4.  Procedures.

a.  The soldier through their chain of command to S-3 will submit requests for service school attendance.

b.  Each request will be considered on a prioritized basis, which benefits USAMPS, and/or the unit, to which the soldier is assigned.  A course outline, program of instruction, or description of the course may be included, if available.

c.  All soldiers attending courses must meet service obligation requirements as specified by regulation.

d.  In the absence of specific regulatory guidance that prioritizes soldiers for a particular course, the following criteria will be used to determine the most qualified soldier is being sent to school.

(1)  Weapons qualification.

(2)  Army Physical Fitness Test scores.

(3)  Duty performance.

5.  Commanders are authorized to submit applications on eligible soldiers at any time.  All requests for service schools will processed.
