SUBJECT:  701st MP Battalion Policy Memorandum #31 – Hazardous Waste Management

1.  Purpose.  To establish the command’s hazardous waste management policy.

2.  General.  There is significant and growing emphasis on hazardous waste material and waste management issues and command concern regarding our compliance with all Army, Installation, and national laws and ordinances.  The nation’s interest is served when we can make more efficient use of natural resources by maximizing stewardship and minimizing spills and waste.

3.  Policy and Procedures.


a.  Consistent with the demands of efficiency, every commander, director, and leader will incorporate hazardous material waste reduction and training in their organization’s daily operations.  Organizations will also seek to acquire and use environmentally preferable products and services.  “Environmentally preferable” means products or services that have a reduced effect on human health and the environment when compared with competing products or services that serve the same purpose.


b.  Hazardous Material recycling helps prevent pollution, reduces waste, saves energy, and conserves natural resources.  Recycling is the series of activities, including collection, separation, and processing, by which materials are recovered from the waste stream.  The recycling program’s objective is to divert the maximum amount of hazardous material destined for landfill disposal by reducing and recycling materials.  These materials must be labeled and disposed of properly in recycling containers or at the Installation Hazardous Materials Control Center, Building 2308.


c.  Normally, hazardous material shipped from the vendor contain the necessary Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) to aide the customer with identification; however, some items ordered, then determined to be hazardous, require that precautions be taken.  In these cases, the Hazardous Materials Control Center will provide the necessary assistance.  I am personally committed to ensuring that we do our part to meet instituted policies and regulations.
