SUBJECT:  701st Military Police Battalion Policy Memorandum #42 – Senior Noncommissioned Officer Disciplinary Actions

1.  Purpose.  To outline the policy on disciplinary actions imposed on Senior Noncommissioned Officers.

2.  Applicability.  This policy applies to all soldiers assigned or attached to the 701st MP Battalion.

3.  Policy.

a.  The Battalion Commander has retained the right to impose all disciplinary actions involving Senior Noncommissioned Officers in the grade of Sergeant First Class and above.

b.  Company Commanders will prepare for the Battalion Commander supporting documentation in conjunction with their request of the Battalion Commander to impose disciplinary actions.

(1)  Once all supporting documentation is tabbed with the request, a meeting will be scheduled on the Battalion Commander and Command Sergeant Major’s calendars.

(2)  All supporting documentation will be hand carried by the Company Commander and First Sergeant to the Battalion S1 to be logged in.  After logged into the Battalion tracking system, it will then be presented to the Battalion Command Sergeant Major for review prior to the scheduled meeting.

c.  If disciplinary actions are imposed, the battalion legal clerk will assume responsibility for all preparation and handling of necessary paperwork to impose actions.
