SUBJECT:  701st MP Battalion Policy Memorandum #7 - Safety

1.  Commanders are responsible for the safety of soldiers.  Safety must be ingrained in every soldier so that no task or mission is so urgent it cannot be performed in a safe manner.  Every soldier in the command is charged to practice safety 24 hours a day in every action and deed.  Commanders will appoint a Noncommissioned Officer (E-6 with one year retainability) as the Safety Noncommissioned Officer at company level.

2.  Risk assessment is the Army’s program to identify unsafe training and operations.  Commanders who understand and use this program will tremendously reduce the potential for needless accidents.

3.  The following will be done to promote safety:

a.  Risk assessment will be taught and used vigorously to make training and operations safe.  If an operation cannot be conducted safely, it will be suspended.

b.  Any soldier who witnesses an unsafe act or condition will take immediate action and notify the immediate supervisor.

c.  A safety briefing and privately owned vehicle inspection will be done prior to holiday weekends.  Safety briefings will be conducted face-to-face, not via e-mail.

d.  Safety briefings will be incorporated into training schedules.

e.  Installation safety programs and initiatives, including Target Safety Day will be enthusiastically supported.

4.  Motor vehicle accidents cause unnecessary loss of life, personal injury and property damage.  Because of this loss:

a.  All personnel, who operate a military vehicle, will attend the resident Accident Avoidance Course.  In addition, every four years after that, all personnel who operate a military vehicle will complete refresher training using the automated Accident Avoidance Course.  Accident 

Avoidance Courses from other installations will be accepted as long as they are Accident Avoidance or Defense Driving.

b.  The use of the unenclosed bed of any pickup (military or privately owned) to transport any personnel, military or civilian on post is strictly prohibited.

5.  Bicycle riding can be dangerous if not done properly.  To ensure accidents are prevented, the following will be done:

a.  Bicycle riders must wear protective helmets that have been approved by either the Snell Memorial Foundation or the American National Standard Institute.

b.  During the hours of darkness and restricted visibility, bicycle riders will wear highly visible, reflective material in the form of clothing or a vest.

c.  Bicycles will be equipped with reflectors, front and rear.  In addition, bicycles ridden at night will be equipped with headlights and taillights that are visible for 300 feet.

d.  Small children and infants will only be carried in a passenger seat designed for their size and weight.

e.  Riding on handlebars, carry racks and center bars is prohibited.

6.  Protection of our soldiers is imperative.  Plan for safety and protect the force!
